With Love foundation organised a Zim Clean-up day on the 1st of December 2012. ACTIVITIES

There were a total of 67 people that included stakeholders like the Sables and Caps United who attended the event and each of them were given gloves and bins. 

The mayor ended the day with a speech at Town House. There he thanked all the different organisations for attending and urged us to continue with the good work. The Mayor is in support of such initiatives as they help concientise the public of the problem caused by not putting litter in the bins.

CHALLENGES
We faced some challenges which can be grouped into the following categories

1. Administration 
At the office we still face some challenges in providing efficient, effective and quality services. We incur costs such as transport, food, airtime and have not managed to secure sponsors for such expenses.
2. Vehicles
We are currently operating without any organization’s vehicles. This is rendering us immobile and not affording us the opportunity to network at workshops and other meetings. 
3. Office furniture 
We need additional office furniture to cater for all the volunteers helping us achieve our objectives.
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 There were no facial masks to protect volunteers from the waste products. There were limited numbers of people to help with the Zim Clean.
RECOMMENDATIONS
· Although we provided gloves and tools to help with the clean-up hats and t-shirts are needed to help with identification and also a good way to thank volunteers for their gratifying work.
· We need to have more participation from organizations, residents and the general public in the areas where litter is being picked.
