In Budiriro 5, TN, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by JM, Zanu PF youth for wearing an MDC t-shirt.

5 July 2005

FK, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by DC Zanu PF youth for supporting the MDC.

12 July 2005

It is alleged that in Budiriro 3, JM of the MDC was allegedly assaulted by RM, a Zanu PF supporter after the said victim expressed support of the damning UN report on the contentious ‘clean up’ campaign.

Dzivarasekwa


11 July 2005

TS, a Zanu PF youth was allegedly assaulted by two MDC youths, ZG and TM for wearing a Zanu PF bandana and a t-shirt.

12 July 2005

In Warren Park D, three women and a man were allegedly harassed and intimidated by a group of Zanu PF women who attempted to force them to attend a Zanu PF meeting.

15 July 2005

Two unidentified police officers were allegedly assaulted by a group of Zanu PF women led by FD for trying to confiscate vendors’ goods.

16 July 2005

In Tynwald, a female MDC youth only identified as S was allegedly assaulted by three Zanu PF youths DP, CM and T after the alleged assailants spotted the victim wearing an MDC t-shirt.

18 July 2005

For wearing a Zanu PF bandana FD was allegedly harassed and assaulted by four MDC youths PD, TM, SR and G in Dzivarasekwa.

27 July 2005

For singing MDC songs M was allegedly harassed and evicted by her landlady EN, a Zanu PF supporter.

Glen Norah

2 July 2005

Five unnamed ZRP officers allegedly assaulted MDC youths at a rally in Glen Norah A being addressed by the MDC MP for the constituency Priscilla Misihairambwi-Mushonga.

30 July 2005

In Jerusalem Lines in Highfield, M, a known MDC activist was allegedly assaulted by two Neighbourhood Police details J and M for wearing an MDC t-shirt.

Harare East

3 July 2005

At Athlone shops two police officers allegedly assaulted and unlawfully detained members of the Lion Lager football team led by GM who they accused of holding an MDC meeting.

7 July 2005

At Rhodesville shops BN, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by two police officers for wearing an NCA t-shirt.

8 July 2005

Along Acturus road SG and CL, two women of no known political leaning were allegedly assaulted by two unidentified police officers who accused the said victims of denouncing the state president.

In Powel close in Greendale, four MDC supporters TN, EN, GC and EH were allegedly assaulted and unlawfully detained by four police officers who accused the said victims of having distributed MDC pamphlets during the last stay away.

10 July 2005

At Pagomba in Greendale a quartet of Zanu PF youths JC, CS, O and C was allegedly assaulted by five MDC youths OT, T, J, A and T  for wearing Zanu PF t-shirts.

It was reported that along Enterprise road, two MDC youths KM and GK were allegedly assaulted by police recruits from Morris depot for wearing MDC t-shirts.

Harare North

10 July 2005

JK was allegedly denied to operate a market after having failed to produce a Zanu PF membership card by CC, a Zanu PF supporter and municipality employee.

L a Zanu PF youth was allegedly assaulted by G an MDC youth at the Sam Levy Village complex for supporting the ‘clean up’ campaign. 

13 July 2005

At Hatcliff bus terminus Joseph an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by IG, a Zanu PF youth for denouncing the ruling party.

23 July 2005

In Hatcliff Extension, SS an MDC member was allegedly assaulted by GT, a Zanu PF supporter for wearing an MDC t-shirt.

Highfield

4 July 2005

It was claimed that at Karigamombe Co-operative, three police officers from Machipisa police station confiscated goods and assaulted MK, a vendor who they accused him of supporting the MDC.

17 July 2005

At Spar Supermarket in Machipisa LC was allegedly assaulted by four police officers after he was heard denouncing the clean-up operation.

Kuwadzana

16 July 2005

TC, Zanu PF youth was allegedly assaulted by his landlord VP, an MDC activist after the two differed over the ‘clean up’ campaign.

Mabvuku

2 July 2005

At Circle Cement it is alleged that Zanu PF youths robbed and assaulted a truck driver delivering food aid to displaced people at Caledonia farm.


17 July 2005

Two Zanu PF women were reportedly harassed and assaulted at Batanai grounds by unidentified MDC youths attending a meeting at the grounds.

22 July 2005

It is alleged that at Kamunhu shops, SM and TM (MDC youths) were allegedly assaulted by close to a dozen Zanu PF youths who accused them of supporting the opposition.

In the New Stands area, three MDC women were reportedly harassed and denied access to food aid by the ruling party’s chairperson for the area, N who claimed the food would be distributed to Zanu PF supporters only.

Mufakose

3 July 2005

JR MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by EZ Zanu PF supporter for being an MDC activist in Area C.

10 July 2005

At Samuriwo Shops TJ was allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF youths A and J.

St. Mary’s

5 July 2005

At St. Mary’s service station, M, of an unclear political attachment was allegedly assaulted and had his spectacles worth two million smashed by three suspected Zanu PF youths who accused the victim of having accepted to be ferried in the MDC MP Job Sikala’s vehicle.

7 July 2005

        It is alleged that F, a known MDC activist was thrown out of a mobile Zupco bus by five unidentified Zanu PF youths along Hombarume road. The victim, it is said, sustained a knee injury.

11 July 2005

At Zengeza service station it is alleged that Mike a known MDC was harassed by five police officers of Chitungwiza camp for ferrying MDC supporters to an MDC function.

19 July 2005

Along Tsuro road in ward 5, the MDC Ward chairperson was allegedly assaulted by B, a staunch Zanu PF youth after she criticised the controversial ‘clean-up’ exercise.

21 July 2005

At Machembere bus stop, M, a female MDC activist was allegedly assaulted by N, a Zanu PF activist for wearing the MDC regalia.

23 July 2005

At St. Marys Hall it is alleged that M was harassed and assaulted by five Zanu PF youths who were preventing her fro registering as a ‘clean up’ victim.

Zengeza

2 July 2005

M, a suspected MDC member was reportedly harassed by two suspected war veterans for denouncing the Zanu PF government at Zengeza 2 shops.

In Zengeza 5 two Zanu PF supporters were allegedly assaulted by five unidentified MDC supporters.

3 July 2005

In Zengeza 1, fifteen MDC youths were allegedly harassed and unlawfully detained by the police for having attended an MDC rally addressed by the MDC leader Morgan Tsvangirai.

11 July 2005

It is alleged that in Zengeza 3, PS, an MDC member was allegedly harassed and assaulted by six Zanu PF youths for attempting to contest as a councillor on MDC ticket.

13 July 2005

At Masiyandaita bar in Zengeza 2 SM, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by riot police for wearing an MDC t-shirt.

26 July 2005

In Zengeza five one Zanu PF youth was allegedly assaulted by three MDC youths for denouncing the MDC.

Mashonaland East 

Chikomba

5 July 2005

At Chimhowa Secondary WM was allegedly assaulted by three Zanu PF activists who accused the victim of supporting the MDC.

9 July 2005

It was reported that NM, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted at Chirasavana Township by two Zanu PF activists FC and EM.

14 July 2005 

EH an MDC activist was reportedly harassed by BC, a Zanu PF ward councillor in Chirasauta who barred the victim from buying maize from the G.M.B.

Goromonzi

1 July 2005

DN, an MDC member was allegedly assaulted at Juru Growth point by two Zanu PF members BJ and TM for criticising the ‘clean up’ operation.

5 July 2005

At Chimbweno farm, unidentified police officers allegedly assaulted resettled farmers during an illegal eviction process. 

8 July 2005

Chief C, who is evidently aligned to the ruling party reportedly, declared that all known or suspected MDC supporters in his area would be barred from accessing food aid.

Hwedza

12 July 2005

BG, an MDC member reportedly had his goods worth about $600 000 looted by two Zanu P.F. members, BS and NK as ‘punishment’ for criticising the way Zanu PF members were distributing maize from GMB in Dorowa.

17 July 2005

Two Zanu PF activists, VG and TM were reportedly harassed and assaulted at Dzvova School by three fellow party supporters who accused them of sympathising with MDC supporters.

24 July 2005

It was reported that at Makarara shops, two MDC supporters BC and JS were allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF activists FG and KP for denouncing the state President’s domestic policies.

27 July 2005

At Karimanzira farm# 157, two Zanu PF activists LK and CK were allegedly assaulted by five MDC activists CM, TS, FM, VR, and SM over political differences.

28 July 2005

At Ushe farm# 241, CH, a Zanu PF activist was allegedly assaulted and his property destroyed by three MDC supporters VR, SM and FK who accused the victim of supporting the ruling party.

Marondera East

29 June 2005

K and his family was reportedly harassed and displaced from Bemba farm by three Zanu PF youths led by PM. The said victim was accused of being an MDC member.

30 June 2005

In the same connection, K and his family was allegedly displaced from Stone Heaven farm by war veterans aligned to the local MP who accused the victim of belonging to the faction that opposed the MP in the Zanu PF primary elections.

3 July 2005

At Munemo farm AD, an MDC activists was, together with his family displaced from Munemo farm by unidentified war veterans and suspected Zanu PF youths who accused the said victim of ‘”selling out”.

5 July 2005

S was reportedly threatened with eviction at Grobbelar farm by G, a war veteran and M, a headman after he refused to pay contributions towards the Heroes Day celebrations.

20 July 2005

AS, an MDC activist was allegedly assaulted in Cherutombo township, by two Zanu PF supporters AM and M who accused the victim of having participated in the March general elections as an MDC polling agent.

Marondera West

10 July 2005

Two MDC supporters RT and BT were reportedly harassed by three Zanu PF supporters TC, TK and BC after they openly criticised the contentious ‘clean up’ campaign at Manyaira Primary School.

Mudzi

12 July 2005

In Chatsakarira village, it is alleged that CM, an MDC supporter from Hunhu village was threatened by the Provincial Governor Ray Kaukonde at a public meeting with unspecified action if he (the victim) together with fellow party supporters, failed to fall in line with Zanu PF principles.

Murewa North

3 July 2005

In Chivake village TG, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by four Zanu PF youths who accused the victim of taking part in the March elections as an MDC polling agent.

10 July 2005

TN, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by MC, a Zanu PF activist after he was spotted wearing a ZESN t-shirt written “Local Observer”. Civil society organisations have been branded in some political circles as appendages of the MDC.

IC, an MDC adherent was allegedly assaulted at Chitowa 2 shops by BR of the ruling party for ‘allowing’ himself to be involved in opposition party activities.

12 July 2005

In Chemapango village TM, an MDC supporter was reportedly harassed and displaced by the village headman who asserted the village needed to rid itself of ‘sell-outs’. 

Murewa South.

13 July 2005

TM, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted at Karumazondo shops by two Zanu PF youths T and A for refusing to contribute towards Heroes celebrations.

27 July 2005

There was drama at Magaya Primary School when Zanu PF youths fought amongst themselves after trading accusations that some of the youths had secret MDC membership.


Mutoko South

29 June 2005

The MDC District Chairperson, DD was reportedly harassed and intimidated at Masvitsi primary school by six Zanu PF supporters who claimed the said victim was propagating MDC political ideologies in the district.

19 July 2005

At Corner store along the Harare-Nyamapanda highway, BM, a suspected MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF youths for sympathizing with the death of MDC activist RM.

Seke

2 July 2005

WD, an MDC activist was allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF supporters WM and MS at Mayambara village for denouncing the party in government.

5 July 2005

CM, an MDC member was allegedly assaulted by a Zanu PF activist TM for criticising the discredited ‘clean-up’ campaign.

7 July 2005

It is claimed that in Mazhindu village, war veterans FK and NZ rounded up known MDC activists among them CS and MM for what they termed a ‘reorientation’ meeting where it is alleged the said victims were instead harassed and intimidated.

11 July 2005

JM, an MDC activist was reportedly harassed by AM, a Zanu PF activist after he was spotted wearing a ZimRights t-shirt at Jenama village.

13 July 2005

It is said that TG and MK of the MDC were harassed and intimidated by JM, a Zanu PF activist at Mutumbi village after the perpetrator unsuccessfully tried to foist Zanu PF membership cards on the duo.

20 July 2005

In the same vein, at Michael farm, RM of no known political affiliation was reportedly threatened with unclean punishment by CG, a Zanu PF activist for electing to accept for safe keeping, property for his son who had been affected by the ‘clean-up’ campaign.

24 July 2005

NG, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by three Zanu PF activists MC, TT and NG after he voiced his support of the damning report made by the UN Secretary General Kofi Annan’s special envoy to the country, Anna Tibaijuka.

Uzumba Maramba Pfungwe

10 July 2005

Two MDC supporters KR and LM were reportedly harassed at Chidodo Secondary School by four Zanu PF supporters after they (victims) refused to be forced to contribute financially to the Heroes Day commemorations.

13 July 2005

GM an MDC member was allegedly assaulted and unlawfully detained by three Zanu PF activists MM, GM and HZ at Chidodo shops after he (victim) had criticised the manner in which members of the public were being made to make contributions to the Heroes celebrations.

Mashonaland West

Mashonalsnd West

Chinhoyi

9 July 2005

SM of Zanu PF allegedly victimised known and perceived MDC supporters after she demanded that they buy ruling party membership cards first in order to be allocated business and residential stands in ward 4.

11 July 2005

The two notorious ruling party councillors, C and M allegedly victimised prospective vendors in the name of ‘vetting’ by either making them pay bribes or forcing them to join the ruling party. MC, who claimed to be an MDC supporter, was reportedly forced to buy a ruling party membership card to have a stand allocated to him.

15 July 2005

Zanu PF’s SN reportedly harassed three members of the Chinhoyi Vendors Association, C, AT and VP who he went on to illegally remove them from their positions in the association after accusing them of supporting the MDC.

The victims, it was reported, were subsequently denied vending stalls.

17 July 2005

Cllrs M and C of Zanu PF allegedly denied AM of the MDC a flea market stand arguing that she (victim) supported the ‘wrong’ political party.

Kariba

15 July 2005

LM of Crocodile farm was reportedly ejected from a maize procurement queue by an unidentified GMB official who labelled her an MDC supporter.

Makonde  

1 July 2005

Unidentified Municipal Police and ZRP details allegedly harassed AT of the MDC after they found her selling freezits at the shopping centre. It is said the victim was taken to the police station where she was fined $25 000 before being ‘advised’ to obtain a Zanu PF membership card ‘for safety’.

11 July 2005

The ruling party’s PM allegedly harassed and assaulted NC and IT of the MDC at a poorly attended meeting chaired by the constituency’s MP for Zanu PF, Leo Mugabe. The ‘charges’ brought against the said victims were their failure to mobilise MDC supporters to attend the Mugabe-chaired meeting.

15 July 2005

RC of the MDC  was found wearing a party t-shirt at a bottle store by IP, KC and SS of Zanu PF who allegedly went on to assault the victim ostensibly for celebrating  the demolishing of Zanu PF members’ houses. The said victim is said to have reported the assault to the police post at Lions Den who arrested the alleged perpetrators, fined them $25 000 each and cautioned them against political violence before releasing them.

Manyame

30 July 2005

SN, OM and NN of Zanu PF allegedly harassed TM of the MDC after inexplicably accusing his party of fuelling the shortage of bread countrywide.

5 July 2005

TB, a Zanu PF youth reportedly assaulted NC (39) of the MDC after accusing him of buying potatoes from an unnamed white farmer who the alleged perpetrator insisted was an MDC agent.

10 July 2005 

The MDC’s TM was allegedly assaulted by Zanu PF’s PM, VM, EM and EZ who accused him of voicing sentiments that the country’s current economic hardships would not end anytime soon.

29 July 2005

CN of  the MDC   was allegedly evicted from his place by NN of Zanu PF who accused the said victim of supporting a party that he asserted was supporting targeted sanctions against the ruling party’s top brass.

Mhondoro

5 July 2005

PM of the MDC was allegedly assaulted by GR, a Zanu PF activist after the victim claimed the ruling party, through the controversial Operation Murambatsvina, had destroyed his only source of income, a ‘flea market he was running at Nyamweda Growth Point.

23 July 2005

SM reportedly had her wares confiscated by L, a Zanu PF activist under the guise of effecting Operation Murambatsvina. It is said the victim was subsequently assaulted by S, another Zanu PF activist after she sought to recover her wares.

Ngezi


1 July 2005

JM of the ruling party allegedly harassed and assaulted JH of the main opposition who he accused of mobilising people to demonstrate against the discriminatory manner in which sugar was being sold to Zanu PF supporters only.


Sanyati

22 July 2005

M, a female MDC supporter was reportedly harassed by N and V of the ruling party who subsequently threatened to bar the said victim from accessing any drought relief food after she dutifully refused to be forced to contribute the fee for the MP’s election victory celebrations.

26 July 2005

Zanu PF’s M (65) and M allegedly harassed M an MDC activist after the said victim refused to pay $20 000 towards the local MP, Wurayayi Ziyambi’s March election victory. It is said the mandatory fee was being claimed from every household according to ward arrangements.

Mashonaland Central

Mazowe West

1 July 2005

G and M, both Zanu PF supporters allegedly assaulted two female MDC supporters M and T of the MDC after accusing them of selling their tomatoes in a Zanu PF territory before destroying their wares. It is said the two women reported the case to the police who were yet to make arrests.

10 July 2005

GC was reportedly assaulted by C, a Zanu PF activist who accused the said victim of wearing red colours that he claimed were strictly worn by MDC agents. The victim was in fact wearing a jersey emblazoned with the logo of the OK group of retail shops.

Mazowe East

10 July 2005

M, a former teacher at Rujeko Primary School, was harassed and threatened with unspecified actions by a group of suspected Zanu PF youths after she had refused to attend a victory celebration by the ruling party’s constituency MP, Chenhamo Chakezha Chimutengwende.

Muzarabani

6 July 2005

KB, an NCA member is living in constant fear for his life after GG; a Zanu PF activist ‘caught’ the victim distributing NCA literature in the constituency and reported the matter o the local Zanu PF bosses. The victim’s fate was not yet known at the time the case was reported.

SM reportedly lost her wares to an unidentified young police officer who claimed he was effecting a solo ‘clean up’ exercise.

14 July 2005

PC of an unknown political affiliation was reportedly harassed by GG, the Zanu PF activist cited in the above incident after the said victim declined to take up a post in the ruling party that GG had ‘offered’ to him.

28 July 2005

TD and JC were reportedly harassed by the Chiridza village head after the duo had asked for patches of land to put up structures after their displacement during the widely condemned Operation Murambatsvina in Harare. It was only after the police intervened that the village council, most of whose members had labelled the two MDC agents, consented to the said victims’ request. 

Mount Darwin South

5 July 2005

At a Zanu PF meting in Chaparira village, headman BC, was accused by FK and EK of supporting the MDC. The headman was sad to have simply walked out of the meeting to which scores of villagers under his jurisdiction followed suit in solidarity with him.

9 July 2005,

PC, an MDC supporter and brother to Headman BC (mentioned above) was reportedly harassed by FK (also mentioned above) after being accused of failing to rein in his ‘wayward’ sibling who the alleged perpetrator maintained was now an MDC  activist after he (Headman BC) walked out on a Zanu PF meeting on the fifth.


20 July 2005

OM was reportedly harassed by TK of the Zanu PF for criticising the government-backed Operation Restore Order which left scores of people displaced in urban areas.

21 July 2005

PC, an MDC supporter was reportedly threatened with eviction by J, a Zanu PF supporter after he was heard criticising the controversial blitz on ‘illegal’ dwellings by the government.

25 July 2005

MK of the ruling party allegedly harassed and assaulted SM of the MDC after accusing him of refusing to voice support of the UN-condemned Operation Murambatsvina.

Mount Darwin North

6 July 2005

PK, a Zanu PF activist reportedly denied PC, a known MDC activist permission to resettle in the constituency after the said victim was displaced by the ‘clean up’ operation in Harare.

12 July 2005

TC, an MDC activist reportedly had his goods looted by three suspected ruling party activists PK, CM and LK who insisted they were complementing the government’s controversial ‘clean up’ campaign. 

17 July 2005

DN of ZANU PF reportedly barred AM, an MDC activist from buying maize at the GMB’s Bveke depot, maintaining that the commodity was strictly reserved for Zanu PF supporters in the area.

23 July 2005

Villagers in headman R’s village have been constantly harassed and threatened by the five ruling party supporters EC, ZN,  EB, MM and OC who accuse the villagers of supporting the MDC. It was also said scores of villagers have been denied access to food aid henceforth.

Rushinga

6 July 2005

TC, of the MDC was reportedly barred from buying maize from the GMB by TM, a Zanu PF supporter who claimed that only Zanu PF ‘children’ were permitted to access government food aid. 

12 July 2005

In an act of political intolerance, FR, a ruling party supporter allegedly issued an edict barring anyone in the constituency from taking in EM, an MDC supporter displaced by the ‘clean up’ campaign in the capital.

CC, of the MDC was reportedly harassed by EM, of Zanu PF who forced the said victim to buy a Zanu PF membership card in order to access GMB maize. 

20 July 2005

It was reported that NT, of the MDC landed himself in trouble when he was severely assaulted by BK, a Zanu PF activist for publicly stating that the ruling party had authored the country’s current economic woes.

22 July 2005

PG and his colleagues were reportedly harassed by KP, of the ruling party when they sought to access GMB maize by attending a Zanu PF meeting.

Manicaland

Buhera North 
14 July 2005

Headman M of Marenga   village has reportedly been holding kangaroo courts to ‘discipline and reorient’ urbanites displaced by the ‘clean up’ campaign who have been seeking to resettle in his village. It is said the campaign has spread widely in Buhera district.


15 July 2005

Two MDC members PC and GS were reportedly evicted from their lodgings at Dorowa by ZRP details and unnamed Zanu PF officials who claimed they were effecting the ‘clean up’ exercise. It is said one of the Zanu PF officials present accused the victims of having voted for the MDC in March.

16 July 2005

At Maburutse business centre , a group of unnamed Zanu PF youths reportedly clashed  violently with Zimbabwe Youth Alliance (ZIYA) youths over political differences which  resulted  in  several  of  them  being  injured..

On the same day in Chapwanya, ruling party youths also clashed with ZIYA youths.

22 July 2005

An  MDC  party  meeting  that  was  being  held  at  Chapwanya  was  allegedly  disrupted  by  suspected  Zanu PF  party  youths  who  claimed  that  the  meeting  could 

not  go  ahead  since  it  had  not  been  cleared  by  the  police

24 July 2005

Headman  Chadya  of  Chadya  village  reportedly  threatened  to  evict  all known or  suspected  MDC supporters, witches  and  those  who  oppose  government  policies  from  the  village. The threat was delivered at a village meeting.

Buhera South.


3 July 2005

At a community meeting held at Chamutsa village ES of the MDC was barred from putting forward his motion by a war veteran called Mahamba who accused him of supporting the ‘wrong’ party. 

9 July 2005

At Dakacha village, OB of the MDC was allegedly assaulted by M, a war veteran and ward councillor for ward 27 who accused victim of passing by ‘too close’ to perpetrator’s homestead.

16 July 2005

It is alleged that in Muzokomba, HVT of the MDC  was allegedly assaulted by TM, a  neighbourhood  watch member and IM a war veteran and  Zanu PF  official whom  they  accused  of  giving a political graveside speech at the burial of an MDC member who had  died in  the  area.

16 July 2005

About 100 villagers failed to buy maize from the GMB at Devuli Primary School after the process was stopped by M and a group of war veterans who wanted to get bigger allocations of the scarce commodity at the expense of other villagers.

18 July 2005

SCN (27) of the MDC was reportedly assaulted and expelled from his home in Gwangwa by his brother GCN of Zanu PF after he was accused of rebelling against the ruling party.

23 July 2005

SC was reportedly unfairly dismissed from work at Buhera Rural District Council in   Birchenough Bridge by Councillor S of ward 30 he was accused of having links with the MDC. It is said the said victim was also threatened with expulsion from the area.

24 July 2005

At Mutiusinazita business centre, DH of the ruling party was allegedly exhaustively assaulted by unidentified MDC youths led by DS who accused the said victim of harassing the youths.

26 July 2005

It was reported that in Netsaringana village, N a Zanu PF councillor for ward 28, reportedly harassed EC and DZ of no known political affiliation for denouncing the controversial Operation  Murambatsvina. The victims, it is said, were threatened with unspecified consequences.

Chimanimani

7 July 2005

AN, a war veteran and Zanu PF official allegedly assaulted BC of the MDC, tearing the victim’s t-shirt in the process. It is said the perpetrator insisted that the MDC regalia was banned in Utseya village, now that elections had passed.

12 July 2005

It was reported that in Ngangu location, HM, a building contractor hired by the local government ministry to construct thirty (two-roomed) housing units claimed he was under strict instructions from the government not to employ MDC youths in the Operation Garikai/Hlalani Kuhle venture.

18 July 2005

At Muusha primary school, IC of Zanu PF reportedly attempted to bar FM and other MDC supporters from procuring GMB maize, insisting the commodity was meant for Zanu PF supporters only.


Chipinge North

3 June 2005

The farm invasion saga continued at Chipangayi Estates, farm #38, with M, a war veteran having allegedly assaulted and harassed JM, P and S who are farmers in the area for having gone to court to contest the alleged invasion of JM’s farm #38.

5 July 2005

Zanu PF activists led by SS and S allegedly invaded Boughgardener farm where they assaulted B, the farm owner.

7 July 2005

It is alleged that suspected CIO operatives tortured TM (43) a counsellor with the Family Aids Counselling Trust (FACT) in Chipinge for wearing an MDC t-shirt under his   shirt. It is said the victim resultantly sustained very serious injuries from the alleged torture.

8 July 2005

In a very serious development at Taratu farm, the MP Morris Sakabuya, in the company of two officials from Chipinge town council N and D reportedly forced the Ps, an elderly couple who own the farm to hide at the farm, at least three dozen families who had been staying in the open after being displaced by Operation Murambatsvina. This was after a false alert was made that the  UN special envoy Annah Tibaijuka’s team would visit the constituency to assess the ‘clean up’. 

11 July 2005

It is alleged that Chipinge town council officials and police forcibly evicted bona fide stand owners in the New Stands section in Gaza residential area claiming the area fell under the designated area under Operation Garikai/Hlalani Khuhle. 

23 July 2005

Twelve families settled at farm #10 in Mt Selinda face eviction after the purported new farm owner BH was granted a court order to have the families evicted from the farm where they have been living for more than a decade.

Chipinge South

1 July 2005

A gang of MDC supporters allegedly assaulted SD, a Zanu PF youth and Ndunduma/ Masani village ward 20 party chairman after they accused him of having claimed that all MDC supporters were no different from domestic animals.

3 July 2005

It was alleged in Musapingura that LS of no known political affiliation who had relocated to his rural home after having been displaced by the widely discredited Operation Murambatsvina was barred from living in the village by headman M and some unidentified police details based at Chipangai.

6 July 2005

Three MDC youths JM, MC and CM allegedly assaulted SM, MM, and MZ of Zanu PF  at Muzondakaya business centre ostensibly due to political differences.

8 July 2005

It is alleged that Zanu PF activists led by ‘Cdes GC, DM and T forced  LTF, a white farmer off Ferreira farm and looted about 250 tonnes of coffee, irrigation equipment and  some household property worth millions of dollars in the process.

10 July 2005

It is alleged that in Mabuyaye village, CD an MDC supporter was severely assaulted by three Zanu PF youths S, PM and SM for wearing an MDC t-shirt while selling home-made beer at his homestead. After the assault victim was reportedly illegally detained by the police for three days.


19 July 2005

It was claimed that in Checheche, Enoch Porusingazi, the Zanu PF MP for the constituency facilitated the eviction of three MDC supporters JN, MM and LM  from  their lodgings at the growth point to make way for some members of his alleged youth militia group who had been displaced by the Operation  Murambatsvina.

23 July 2005

It is alleged that three suspected officials from the local Office of the President threatened KM, an MDC activist with unspecified action, brandishing pistols in the process. It is said one of the alleged p[perpetrators ‘kindly asked’ the said victim to renounce his MDC membership soon.

Makoni East

1 July 2005

In Rugoyi, at the police rest camp near St. Kilian’s Mission, RG, BM and HK were reportedly barred from buying GMB maize meal by Zanu PF activists led  by MT and PK who accused the victims of supporting the MDC.

It was reported in Vengere residential area that MK, a Zanu PF parliamentary hopeful for  the constituency during the ruling party’s primary elections allegedly shot JM of the MDC  after accusing him of torching his home some time back at his home in Headlands.

3 July 2005

G, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by the police at the rest camp in Rugoyi village, after accusing one police details of supporting the ruling party.

11 July 2005

A Zanu PF councillor for ward 18 in Ngorima village MM, reportedly barred FN from participating in the food-for-work programme after accusing the victim of supporting the MDC.

18 July 2005

M (60) was reportedly told at a public meeting in Murumbi village that she and others who supported the MDC in March would not be considered as beneficiaries of the drought mitigation schemes initiated by the government by ward 23 councillor DZ. supported by Zanu PF youths. 

Makoni North

4 July 2005

An unidentified man was reportedly arrested by some police details at the long distance bus terminus in Rusape for calling a ZUPCO bus “zhing zhong”, the name given to substandard products imported from China.

7 July 2005

At Harahwa bottle store an unnamed teacher was allegedly assaulted by a group of suspected Zanu PF youths for criticising the MP, Didymus Mutasa who he asserted had become irrelevant in the constituency’s development.

13 July 2005 

A Zanu PF youth and member of the police special constabulary FN was allegedly assaulted by a group of unidentified men who accused him of having taken part in destroying people’s houses and livelihoods under the 

 controversial Operation Murambatsvina in Rusape

Makoni West

3 July 2005

A couple SM and CM of the MDC who had relocated to their rural home in Chinyunyu village following their displacement under the ‘clean up’ in Rusape were allegedly barred from staying in the village by DZ and TM of the ruling party.  

7 July 2005

In Dohwa village, NM, FM and their families were reportedly barred from relocating to their village by village headman SM after they were displaced by the ‘clean up’ in Harare.

17 July 2005

It is alleged that two Zanu PF youths SR and CM assaulted IH and DK of the MDC in Tsanzaguru asserting that Rusape was a “one party state”.

17 July 2005

In a very disconcerting case, two MDC supporters SC and CC were allegedly assaulted by two axe-wielding Zanu PF supporters IM and KM who accused the said victims of coordinating MDC meetings in Mahefu village.

 

21 July 2005

Two families whose household heads are LC and MT were reportedly barred from resettling in Tswatswa village by headman T, who also doubles up as the ruling party’s area chairman after they were displaced by the ‘clean up’ campaign in Marondera.

25 July 2005

In Chiware, HL, a female teacher at Chiundu Secondary School was reportedly harassed by PM, a war veteran and BM, a Zanu PF activist who accused the victim of supporting the MDC. As a deterrent, she was reportedly ‘advised’ that she would be ‘expelled’ from the school if she continued supporting the MDC.

24 June 2005

Three MDC supporters PT, DC and TT were reportedly barred from buying GMB maize  by headman M who declared that all opposition supporters would never buy maize from the GMB in Mhiripiri village.

Mutare Central

6 July 2005

GN, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by four unnamed police details in the city for wearing an MDC t-shirt at the Zumunya bus terminus.

7 July 2005

In what could be an outright case of human rights abuses, it was reported that M, whose dwelling in the MacGregors section of Sakubva high density area was destroyed during  Operation  Murambatsvina, reportedly died of pneumonia due to exposure as he was now living in the open.

Mutare North

6 July 2005

It is alleged that RM a farmer was forced off  Sherwood  farm by supporters of water resources minister Engineer Munacho Mutezo who accused the victim of turning the farm  into an MDC base.

10 July 2005

It is said that in Sakubva, AL an MDC supporter made to single-handedly demolish about ten out buildings by members of the neighbourhood watch and police details as ‘punishment’ for uttering statements against Operation Murambatsvina.
12 July 2005

In the Hobhouse high density area, ZRP details allegedly demolished TM’s out building despite the victim having furnished them with a valid housing plan for the structure. It is said one police detail remarked to the victim that (the British Prime Minister) Tony Blair could always provide the victim with assistance.

16 July 2005

Suspected MDC activists allegedly assaulted MC, a Zanu PF youth militia member and tore the victim’s party t-shirt in the process at  Munos  bottle  store.

19 July 2005

ND, an MDC supporter was allegedly detained and tortured by two Chisamba Police details on charges of defaming the state president. This was after the said victim denounced the architects of Operation Murambatsvina at Munos bottle store.

21 July 2005

Members of the Mugodhi Apostolic church reportedly had their temporary wooden church building destroyed by the police under the auspices of Operation Murambatsvina. It is said the police declared that the church’s services would never be conducted at the desolate sight again.

Mutare South

29 June 2005

About thirty five families living on the Mawewe Mountain were reportedly ordered to vacate the area by the government under the Operation Murambatsvina. The villagers claim they have lived in the area for the past twenty five years.

17 July 2005

It was reported that headman DN ordered that all victims of Operation Murambatsvina  who had relocated to their rural homes in Tamisai and surrounding villages to register with him and other traditional leaders and undergo a vetting exercise in order to be allowed to stay in the villages.

17 July 2005

RM (40) of the MDC was reportedly assaulted by two Zanu PF brothers who accused the victim of setting up what they termed MDC structures in the Nyamare area.

23 July 2005

Councillor N (Zanu PF) of Zimunya ward six, with the help of a group of other party loyalists reportedly harassed two female party adherents for refusing to endorse their support for his candidature for the forth coming council elections.



31 July 2005

In Mukwecheni village, FM of the MDC was reportedly harassed  by fellow MDC activists JR, AM and RK who accused the victim of supporting a faction led by the opposition party’s district chairman.

Mutasa North

20 July 2005

A senior wildlife warden and Zanu PF activist known as B based at Rhodes National Park allegedly assaulted and summarily dismissed SG, GG and MN who are MDC activists from work for having campaigned for the MDC during the March elections.

25 July 2005

At Clairemont, unidentified Zanu PF activists allegedly assaulted SG, PS and JB whom they labelled white racists. It is said the perpetrators looted goods worth about $2 million and also vandalized property.

25 July 2005

N, a Divisional Operations Manager and Zanu PF member reportedly attempted to transfer GM, an MDC supporter to Chimanimani for supporting the MDC. It is said the victim has already been evicted from the company compound and is now living at a place about 8km from the company premises.

28 July 2005

It is said AM of Zanu PF allegedly assaulted two female MDC activists DM and MC for wearing MDC t-shirts.

Mutare West

2 July  2005

WM (65) the Nzvenga School DA chairman was ejected from an SDA meeting held at the school by JM a war veteran and Zanu PF activist for supporting the MDC. It is said that as further ‘punishment’ the victim was ordered to apologise to MP Chindoti Mushowe for supporting the ‘wrong’ party.

4 July 2005

SM of the MDC was allegedly kidnapped, unlawfully detained and assaulted in Mafararikwa by a group of  Zanu PF activists who included, inter alia, EM, AM (a war veteran),PD, GC, C (a female), NN, R, M and GC.

6 July 2005

It was reported in Marange Growth Point that MM a widow was victimised and subsequently labelled an MDC supporter by AM a Zanu PF-aligned war veteran-cum-headman after she rejected his salacious advances. The victim, it was said, was also subsequently barred from buying GMB maize or participating in the food-for-work programme.

9 July 2005

In Mafararikwa village, a group of Zanu PF activists led by AM, a war veteran, TB, PD and JM allegedly went on a door-to-door assault and eviction spree against known and perceived MDC activists. Some of the victims include MM, JM, JC, TB and DC.

10 July 2005

Again in Mafararikwa village, Zanu PF activists led by the notorious quartet mentioned above allegedly assaulted MDC members DB, HJ, DC, GB, JC JM, and MM who replied in kind leading to the alleged perpetrators taking to their heels in the direction of the police post. It was not immediately clear whether the ruling party activists reported the matter to the police.

Nyanga


3 July 2005

JM and his family were reportedly expelled from Mukwenenzverwa village by kraal head M who insisted the move was justified under the ‘clean up’ scenario. It is said the traditional leader ‘advised’ the victim to return to Katerere, where he (victim) used to live years back.

7 July 2005

The MP, Paul Kadzima reportedly ordered GMB officials not to sell maize to MDC supporters in Nyanga. It is said he also threatened to cut the bus service  to Mutukumira area as ‘punishment’ for not voting for him during the March elections.

24 July 2005

JB, an evangelist with Elim Pentecostal church was allegedly stopped from executing his evangelical duties by two church elders and Zanu PF activist claiming the pastor was an MDC supporter a Mozambican.

Midlands

Mberengwa West

3 July 2005

In a disturbing incident, a gang of suspected Zanu PF supporters led by BM allegedly assaulted AC in Chegato Ward using an assortment of weapons including an axe handle after the said victim was heard vehemently criticising the ‘clean up’ campaign. It is said the victim only came to after relatives rushed him to Chegato hospital where he received treatment.

7 July 2005

CZ, a Zanu PF cadre and teacher at Mabika Primary School reportedly had her name struck off from a list of beneficiaries of food aid after her name came up as one of the MDC’s ferrets in a meeting for the local Zanu PF leadership

17 July 2005

Suspected Zanu PF supporters allegedly set on fire a hut belonging to NM, an MDC activist who they had earlier warned against supporting the opposition party.

Mberengwa East
5 July 2005

Known or perceived MDC supporters in Chief Mataruse’s area have been reportedly denied access to food aid by ruling party supporters who have ‘advised’ them to seek assistance from the MDC leadership in Harare.

10 July 2005

It was reported that HM, a Zanu PF activist was harassed by SN an MDC chairperson in Chingoma who accused the victim of supporting the ruling party.

14 July 2005

In Chief Mushavi’s area MDC supporters are being constantly victimised by Zanu PF activists for their support of the opposition party. SM, an MDC supporter was reportedly threatened with eviction by BS, a Zanu PF supporter for fanning anti-Zanu PF sentiments in the area.

Zvishavane
2 July 2005

FB was allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF supporters, TM and GM while coming from Mberengwa. It is said the two accused her of informing her husband, a known MDC activist of the ruling party’s plans in the constituency.

5 July 2005

It is alleged that M and his family had their hut torched by suspected Zanu PF supporters who the said victim had clashed with earlier over the controversial ‘clean up ‘campaign.

11 July 2005

Unidentified members of the army allegedly assaulted two MDC supporters TS and LG after accusing them of attempting to incite violence by wearing MDC t-shirts.

14 July 2005

In a very disturbing incident, it was reported that OS, of an unclear political affiliation was assaulted and had his house destroyed by Zanu PF supporters in Mimosa Mining Company workers’ compound. The alleged perpetrators, it was said insisted that the victim was an MDC sympathiser out to influence other workers to join the opposition party.

19 July 2005

It is alleged that five members of the N family were assaulted by unidentified Zanu PF youths for refusing to attend a major ruling party meeting in the constituency.

Shurugwi
2 July 2005

VG of no known political affiliation was reportedly victimised by DDF officials who refused to plough his fields accusing him supporting the MDC. 

9 July 2005

LP, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by EG, a Zanu PF activist after he criticised the ‘clean up’ exercise.

Chirumanzu

3 July 2005

Two local youths G and M were reportedly barred from seeking employment at the Rural Electrification Agency (REA) offices by unidentified Zanu PF officials who claimed the two had not gone through ‘official’ Zanu PF channels.

In a related development, it is claimed that M,  government official at the REA offices was barred from presenting the list of those who had been short listed for employment by unnamed Zanu PF officials who instead gave her ‘the official’ list from the ruling party.

18 July 2005

SV, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by SC, a Zanu PF supporter who accused him of propagating MDC ideologies in the constituency.

Gweru Urban
11 July 2005

It is alleged police details arrested W, an NCA activist for addressing the ‘new-constitution’ advocacy organisation in which meeting, it was claimed, the said victim made “subversive” statements at the Gweru Theatre during his presentation. The victim was later released on the same day without being charged.

14 July 2005

Two MDC activists, NJ and ZJ were reportedly picked up and questioned by the police who accused them of holding an unsanctioned political meeting in the constituency.

15 July 2005

It is alleged that HM, a member of the Air Force of Zimbabwe was dismissed from the force after being accused of supporting the MDC.

20 July 2005

An MDC councillor for Ward 2, PM is reportedly living in fear after receiving telephone calls threatening her with an array of ‘punishments’ for supporting the MDC. Of late she has been reportedly bogged with calls threatening her with petrol bombs.

30 July 2005

MDC supporters allegedly assaulted PM, a Zanu PF activist during the official opening of the Constituency Offices by the MP, Timothy Mukahlera who he had addressed as “Mr. Tony Blair” much to the chagrin of MDC supporters. It is said no arrests were made.

Mkoba

10 July 2005

It is alleged that PK of no known political affiliation was assaulted by a gang of Zanu PF youths after she refused to chant ruling party slogans. The alleged assailants, it is said, used fists and booted feet in the assault.

Gweru Rural
23 July 2005

It was reported that six families were evicted by Zanu activists from Whany farm owned by F after the households were accused of supporting the MDC.

28 July 2005

It is alleged that unidentified police details arrested and temporarily detained JN of Clear Water Kop farm ostensibly for looting farm equipment during the ‘clean up’ operation. It is however claimed that the same state agents illegally obtained the farm equipment at the height of state-sponsored farm invasions.

Silobela
3 July 2005

At a development meeting, two Zanu PF supporters, LD and CN were allegedly assaulted by M, a fellow party member after they questioned the relevance of the MP Abednigo Malinga in development issues that they alleged were being hijacked by the local Zanu PF leadership. 

Kwekwe
10 July 2005

It is alleged that IB was assaulted by M and BS after the said victim accused the ruling party of having caused an acute housing shortage through the unplanned and unbudgeted for ‘clean up’ campaign.


16 July 2005

In Amaveni, T, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by AN, a Zanu PF youth after he found the victim wearing a ZCTU t-shirt.

20 July 2005

Two MDC youths, TN and MB were allegedly assaulted by a group of Zanu PF youths led by NS, DK and AD after being accused of fanning MDC politics. The victims were wearing their party’s regalia when the alleged incident occurred.

Zhombe
10 July 2005

VM of Sideni Primary School was allegedly assaulted by two Zanu PF activists led by a female party member JT after he was spotted wearing an NCA t-shirt. It is said the alleged perpetrators demanded that the victim furnish them with detail of where he obtained the garment before assaulting him.

It is alleged that VM a local MDC councillor has been receiving numerous threats by suspected Zanu PF supporters who have been baying for his blood citing failure to act like a councillor.

18 July 2005

In an unusual case, three MDC activists allegedly kidnapped and illegally detained TS a Zanu PF supporter who the alleged perpetrators claimed was tormenting the main opposition party’s supporters in the constituency.

Gokwe
9 July 2005

It was reported that MDC supporters including MN and M were denied business stands in Gokwe Business Centre after Zanu PF officials claimed they were on the list of people targeted for their support of the MDC.

16 July 2005

The constituency’s MP, Lovemore Mupukuta reportedly claimed at a meeting with residents that he would not protect them from the ‘clean up’ exercise because they did not vote for him during the March elections.

22 July 2005

EM of Mutsauki village in Chief Njelele’s area was allegedly assaulted by unidentified Zanu PF supporters, sustaining a fractured arm in the process. In a bizarre development, the victim was said to have been arrested after she reported the matter to the police where she was made to pay a $25 000 ‘admission of guilt’ fine.

Gokwe Nembudziya
9 July 2005

SM, a villager who refused to attend a Zanu PF meeting was reportedly hauled before a village court to answer to charges of ‘unpatriotism’. The said victim was threatened with unspecified actions if he failed to attend future meetings.

10 July 2005

VM of Chinyenyetu Primary School was reportedly harassed by a retired soldier C for selling sugar to MDC supporters.

15 July 2005

Three MDC supporters M, C and T reportedly teamed up and assaulted M and M who they had spotted wearing ruling party t-shirts.

22 July 2005

HJ, an MDC youth was allegedly assaulted by Zanu PF youths led by TM after e refused to renounce his MDC membership.

Gokwe Sengwa
17 July 2005

In Masunda village, headman AM was barred from attending a village meeting by headman MM after the said victim was ‘exposed’ as an MDC supporter.

Matabeleland South
Gwanda North

2 July 2005

It was reported that at Mtshazo Business Centre, two unidentified Zanu PF supporters led a gang of ruling party youths in attacking for MDC supporters in unclear circumstances.

18 July 2005

Perceived or known MDC supporters reportedly had their names struck off from a list of potential beneficiaries of food aid at Sofa Business Centre after being accused of not supporting the ruling party. It is said violence ensued leading to some villagers sustaining injuries.

Umzingwane
21 July 2005

Gangs of ruling party supporters have reportedly gone on the rampage throughout the constituency, terrorising villagers under the pretext of effecting the ‘clean up’ exercise. The MDC won the general poll in the constituency in March,

 

Matopo
26 July 2005

The Zanu PF relief committee threatened villagers with unspecified action at Mfundisi dip tank, a popular meeting place after accusing villagers of refusing to support the ruling party during the March general elections.

27 July 2005

Workers at Falcon Mine were reportedly left in an untenable position after the police destroyed their houses after the suspension of the Operation Murambatsvina.

Bulawayo

Pumula/Luveve
2 July 2005

NM of New Luveve was reportedly threatened with unspecified action by unidentified Zanu PF supporters who accused him of mobilising MDC supporters to engage in physical duels with ruling party supporters.

5 July 2005

Suspected Zanu PF youths reportedly harassed and intimidated FD who they accused of supporting the MDC in New Luveve .

6 July 2005

St.  Peters’ Village, a peri-urban area was thrown into a wave of political tension when PK, an MDC supporter was allegedly assaulted by suspected war veterans who claimed the said victim had turned the residents against the ruling party and distributing what they called ‘subversive’ literature “undermining the ruling party and the government”.

8 July 2005

JM of Cowdray Park was allegedly assaulted by the police after expressing disgruntlement with the controversial Operation Murambatsvina.

11 July 2005
DM of Methodist Village was reportedly waylaid and subsequently harassed by suspected Zanu PF youths who accused him of selling MDC membership cards and inciting villagers to resist the destruction of their homes in the village.

28 July 2005

Suspected war veterans threatened AM a teacher with ‘dismissal’ after they accused him of supporting the MDC through his association with Radio Dialogue, a community radio station that the perpetrators claimed was decampaigning the ruling party ahead of the Bulawayo mayoral elections.
23 July 2005

JN was reportedly detained by the police and reminded that he should have asked for their permission first to conduct a survey on the effects of Operation Murambatsvina reminding his that it was in accordance with an unquoted section of the Access to Information and Protection of Privacy Act (AIPPA). The victim, it is said, was however released after an hour without being charged.

4 July 2005

Suspected MDC youths allegedly attacked the ZRP details destroying vending stalls during the ‘clean up’ exercise by throwing stones at them. According to the reports, it was only after the police fired teargas canisters that the rowdy youths dispersed.

Bulawayo East

3 July 2005

It was reported that SM was evicted from his lodgings after his landlord discovered that he was an MDC supporter.

24 July 2005

It is alleged that PN, a female MDC supporter in Richmond was assaulted by two suspected Zanu PF activists who accused her of being a ‘sell-out’.

Matabeleland North

Nkayi

10 July 2005


The Sihlengeni community was reportedly informed by three Zanu PF supporters MS, RK and JD that registration for the food-for-work programme would be done with Zanu PF supporters in mind only.

21 July 2005

Headman MS reportedly fuelled a political violence at Mathetshaneni Primary School when he struck off MDC supporters from a list of potential recipients of food aid. It is said when Zanu PF supporters were being given food, MDC activists disrupted the process in protests resulting in a stampede.

23 July 2005

MDC supporters reportedly clashed with Zanu PF activists at Nesigwe Clinic after six ruling party youths were unleashed by LN, an uncompromising Zanu PF supporter to disturb an MDC meeting at the Clinic. It is said the police arrested twelve MDC youths after the free-for-all melee.

27 July 2005

Three Zanu PF supporters C, HS and FS reportedly conducted a vetting exercise in which they barred perceived or known MDC supporters from getting aid from the Social Welfare department at Nesigwe Clinic in ward 8.

Hwange East
16 July 2005

RD, a Zanu PF councillor reportedly demanded that adults in the Mkhosana area register as Zanu PF members if they were entertaining any prospects of owning decent houses after the 2008 presidential elections.

Binga
7 July 2005

The MDC councillor for Sikapula in the Chininga area, PNS was allegedly assaulted by Zanu PF supporters led by three brothers JM and LM allegedly at the behest of a war veteran and Zanu PF activist NM after a political altercation between the said victim and the war veteran.

Masvingo

Bikita East
6 July 2005

In an apparent act of retribution, Zanu PF supporters in Fumai village are reportedly destroying houses belonging to perceived or known MDC supporters claiming they were built without the chief’s approval. AM is one of the people displaced as a result of the alleged demolitions.

16 July 2005

Three locals, RM, LP and JM were reportedly harassed by Councillor M and the police for facilitating a CIVNET workshop in the constituency.

19 July 2005

MT, of an unclear political affiliation was reportedly assaulted at Angus Ranch Primary School by DM after he was spotted wearing an NCA t-shirt.

12 July 2005

A war veteran and teacher at Dungu Primary School EM, was reported as having threatened school children with beatings if they refused to chant Zanu PF slogans at school.

31 July 2005

Three women W, M and S had their business premises reportedly demolished by the police three days after the ‘clean up’ had been officially declared complete by the government. It is said the victims have been making vain attempts to get compensation.

Chiredzi South
1 July 2005

In an act of political intolerance, Zanu PF youths led by incumbent Councillor for Ward 19 (Chishamiso village – Hippo Valley Estates) RC allegedly assaulted AM who was erecting MDC campaign posters for the forthcoming council elections.

6 July 2005

A war veteran JM and RS, a white farmer were reportedly physically attacked by suspected Zanu PF supporters who were riled by the war veteran’s association with the white farmer who they branded a British government mole.

9 July 2005

Zanu PF youths have reportedly taken advantage of the ‘clean up’ exercise to mete out punishment on MDC supporters by destroying their properties in Gulungweni Township. In one case, LZ, an MDC activist of ward 13 reportedly had his hut burnt by Zanu PF supporters led by RK and DM after ironically accusing him of resisting change.


16 July 2005

HC was allegedly assaulted by war veterans VJ and MC after they accused him of selling MDC membership cards in Hakamela village (ward 15).

17 July 2005

Nine men wearing police uniforms allegedly assaulted MT in Mbasula village after they came upon the victim wearing an MDC t-shirt.

Chivi North
7 July 2005

TS, a five year old boy reportedly sustained severe lacerations in Mhandamambwe after the ‘clean up’ blitz swept upon the area unexpectedly.

Chivi South

23 July 2005

CM, GD and PR were reportedly forced to pay a contribution of $10 000 each towards heroes’ day celebrations by unnamed Zanu PF youths led by DN, a war veteran in Chivore village.

30 July 2005

Four MDC sympathisers, RM, T, SN and MA were allegedly evicted from Chikondo village by Zanu PF supporters who declared the village was not for MDC supporters.

Gutu North

At Bath farm #2, it was reported that TT assaulted his wife TM after accusing her of associating with women he claimed supported the MDC.

Masvingo Central

18 July 2005

It was reported that the kraal head for Chekanyika village engaged Zanu PF youths to force villagers to make financial contribution to the Heroes Day celebrations.

19 July 2005

Kraal head JM reportedly forced villagers in Bawa village to contribute $20 000 per household to the Heroes Day commemorations.

20 July 2005

In an unusual incident, TN, a police detail was allegedly assaulted by his uncle MN who accused the said victim of having been among the group of police details that demolished his small shop at Nemamwa business centre.

29 July 2005

Headman KC of Gozho village (ward 20) reportedly forced villagers to contribute financially for the Heroes Day celebrations.

25 July 2005

Ministry of Youth employees led by M and JM allegedly besieged Zimbabwe National Water Authority (ZINWA) offices demanding that a vetting exercise should be carried out in which only card-carrying Zanu PF members will be employed by the government body.

Zaka West
29 July 2005

NM was allegedly assaulted by DM, a Zanu PF supporter after the said victim refused to pay $50 000 towards Zaka MP Mabel Mawere’s elections victory celebrations.  
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“Operation Restore Order, while purporting to target illegal dwellings and structures, and to clamp down on alleged illicit activities, was carried out in an indiscriminate and unjustified manner, with indifference to human suffering .........” (UN special envoy to Zimbabwe Anna Tibaijuka on Operation Murambatsvina)





The widely discredited ‘clean up’ exercise continued to dominate the month of July, with the much awaited UN report, albeit damning, occupying the crest of media stories on the controversial ‘clean up’ blitz.





The unfolding drama created by the Operation Murambatsvina left in its wake, a trail of destruction in

various forms including, inter alia, loss of shelter, politically motivated violence and associated human rights abuses.





In a futile attempt to ‘hide’ the ills brought about by the UN-condemned blitzkrieg, the national authorities laboured to deodorise the human rights violations by insisting that the campaign was positive.





Events chronicled below serve to indicate the extent to which the perceived disastrous crusade caused untold suffering countrywide.





In a very serious development at Taratu farm (Chipinge north) on 8 July, the MP Morris Sakabuya, in the company of two officials from Chipinge town council N and D reportedly forced the Ps, a white elderly couple who own the farm to hide at least three dozen families who had been staying in the open after being displaced by Operation Murambatsvina. This came after a false alert was made that the  UN special envoy Annah Tibaijuka’s team would visit the constituency to assess the ‘clean up’. 


  


In what could be an outright case of human rights abuses, it was reported that M, whose dwelling in the MacGregors section of Sakubva high density area in Mutare Central was destroyed during Operation Murambatsvina, reportedly died on 7 July of pneumonia due to exposure as he was now living in the open.





Traditional leaders reportedly continued to victimise individuals in the name of cleansing their villages of ‘undesirable elements’. It was reported in Bikita West on the 10th that SM and JC, who were among scores of people displaced by the ‘clean up’ campaign, were reportedly asked to prove their allegiance to the ruling party before getting the chiefs’ approval for them to resettle in such villages like Makuwe and Munyika.





The capital city also had its fair share of Operation Murambatsvina-induced human rights violations. For example it is alleged that on the 12th, JM of the MDC was allegedly assaulted by RM, a Zanu PF supporter in Budiriro 3 after the said victim expressed support of the damning UN report on the contentious ‘clean up’ campaign.





In a very unusual occurrence in Dzivarasekwa on the 5th, three MDC supporters, TN, CC and M were allegedly assaulted by five Zanu PF supporters for helping the police to destroy vendors’ stalls. The police are said to have acted immediately to arrest the alleged perpetrators.


The Midlands province reported a high number of human rights violations as a result of the far-from-peaceful ‘clean up’ exercise. For example in Mberengwa West on 3 July, a gang of suspected Zanu PF supporters led by BM allegedly assaulted AC in Chegato ward using an assortment of weapons including an axe handle after the said victim was heard vehemently criticising the ‘clean up’ campaign. It is said the victim only came to after relatives rushed him to Chegato hospital where he received treatment.





The divisive ‘clean up’ campaign has left a dent on the country’s human rights record. It is the ZPP’s view that this works against the interests of the country to earn such an undesirable ‘accolade’ and has once again made Zimbabwe the centre of unwanted international attraction.  





The ZPP continues to urge national policy makers to dutifully review their domestic policies, if at all they intend to be seen as credible candidates to steer the country out of the quagmire we find ourselves in.





We also urge the government to work closely with relevant bodies, internationally or locally in coming up with peaceful solutions to the humanitarian crisis created as a result of Operation Restore Order.  











EXECUTIVE SUMMARY





24 July 2005 





Soldiers were deployed in the resort town during the ‘clean up exercise reportedly to ‘sort out’ residents who resisted the contentious campaign. In one case of army brutality, an unidentified uniformed soldier allegedly assaulted C who was queuing for maize meal after labelling him an MDC supporter working against the ‘clean up’ campaign.

In a rare incident some MDC youths harassed and assaulted Zanu PF’s LB, and J who were controlling people in the queue to buy mealie meal. The alleged assailants, apparently incensed by the way the Zanu PF youths were favouring fellow party members in quickly accessing the commodity claimed they were assaulting the victims in the name of ‘justice.





3 July 2005





Sub-chief B of Bariri village reportedly expelled TK and PM (both from Mozambique) from the village claiming that the ‘clean up’ also included getting rid of aliens.

The Zanu PF councillor for Ward 4, Cllr LM reportedly harassed MM, an MDC supporter during a ‘vetting’ exercise to determine beneficiaries of the ‘Operation Garikai’. It was claimed that the said perpetrator insisted that only Zanu PF card carrying members would get housing and business stands.





15 July 2005





In a suspected murder case, EM, an MDC activist who had reportedly threatened his family with harm a few days earlier for supporting the ruling party was allegedly found dead in unclear circumstances in village 19. It was not immediately clear whether a police report was made.

This report is based on reports from ZPP long-term community based primary peace monitors who observe, monitor and record cases of human rights violations in the constituencies they reside.  ZPP deploys a total of 240 community-based primary peace monitors (two per each 120 electoral constituencies of Zimbabwe).  These monitors reside in the constituencies they monitor.  The monitors compile reports that are handed over to ZPP provincial coordinators who lead ZPP offices in the ten administrative provinces of Zimbabwe.  After receiving and verifying reports from the monitors, the provincial coordinators compile provincial monthly monitoring reports that are used to come up with this report-the ZPP monthly monitoring report.

RM and TS who were displaced by the ‘clean up’ campaign in Harare were reportedly barred from resettling in the constituency by PH, a Zanu PF supporter who claimed the two were MDC agents seeking to propagate anti-Zanu PF sentiments in the Zanu PF stronghold.

At St. Alfonus RCC, it is alleged that MDC and Zanu PF youths looted food meant for people affected by the ‘clean-up’ campaign.





Tension has reportedly risen at Gwebu village (also known as Kumandewere), following reports that unnamed local chiefs have taken to threatening villagers of Ndebele extract with eviction under the guise of Operation Murambatsvina. The chiefs, it was said, claim the area belongs to the Vahera clan
