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BACKGROUND & FORMATION

_____________

The Zimbabwe Peace Project (ZPP) was conceived shortly after 2000 by a group of Churches and NGOs working or interested in human rights and peace-building initiatives, and was to become a vehicle for civic interventions in a time of political crisis. In particular ZPP sought to monitor and document incidents of human rights violations and politically-motivated breaches of the peace e.g. violence.

Today, ZPP’s member organisations include, the Catholic Commission for Justice and Peace (CCJP), Zimbabwe Council of Churches (ZCC), Evangelical Fellowship of Zimbabwe (EFZ), Zimbabwe Election Support Network (ZESN), Counselling Services Unit (CSU), Zimbabwe Liberators’ Platform, Zimbabwe Civic Education Trust, ZimRights, Civic Education Network Trust.(CIVNET)

GOAL AND OBJECTS OF THE ORGANISATION

ZPP was established with the aim of promoting peaceful co-existence and to help reduce political conflict and violence through monitoring, investigating and researching the causes and nature of violence and circulating widely the results of such activities. The organisation also aims to help resolve politically related conflicts, and to identify victims and perpetrators of 

such conflicts, the former of whom will be assisted by being given any support they may require, e.g. legal, medical or material assistance. ZPP aims to work in cooperation with any authorities, institutions and individuals to achieve its objectives of curbing violence and upholding human rights.

VISION

To see Zimbabwe transform into a society that cherishes the pursuit and realisation of justice, freedom, peace, human dignity and development.

MISSION

To heighten the nation’s socio-political conscience and senses of responsibility against violence and human rights abuses through information and practical interventions.

GOAL

To reduce violence and human rights violations through community-based and national monitoring, documentation of cases of human rights abuses, and making partnerships and alliances that tap the expertise and assets of local communities and local and regional organisations that will help the attainment of sustainable peace and democracy in Zimbabwe.

THE OBJECTS OF THE ZPP

· monitoring and documenting incidents of politically-motivated violence and human rights abuses

· To initiate and support projects which promote peace and respect for fundamental rights and freedoms

· To tackle political rancour and the tendency to commit violence and human rights excesses as a way of influencing electoral and political thought, and outcomes

· To initiate and promote public education concerning the benefits of pursuing, keeping and preserving the peace, social harmony and political tranquillity

· To identify victims of political violence and human rights violations and refer these to other institutions providing medical , legal, financial ,moral or other support

· Giving out timely , well researched and authentic reports on cases of human rights violations to other organisations, stakeholders and any individuals or organisations that may want to use the information for other purposes

· Providing an early warning mechanism to catalyse action to deal with situations that are likely to lead to breaches of peace and human rights violations

· Influencing policy decisions on issues of  peace and human rights through issuing of policy briefs

· Increasing networking with community groups and local , regional and international organisation dealing with issues of peace , human rights, conflict resolution and democracy

· Improving the capacity of our community-based monitors in areas of research, information gathering and reporting

· To investigate cases of political violence and the violation of fundamental rights and freedoms and institute legal proceedings against offenders as a way of combating lawlessness and impunity. The proceedings can take the form of private prosecutions, court applications s and actions.

VALUES

ZPP believes in and upholds the following moral principles and standards:

· Democracy and good governance

· Rule of law

· Probity & accountability of public office

· Factual & credible documentation of human rights excesses

· The protection of individual group rights and freedoms,   and the human worth.

· Non partisanship and impartiality in dealing with situations of conflict and human rights  abuses

· -Gender sensitivity and Equality of all mankind.

ACTIVITIES

The organisation is engaged in the following activities to achieve its goals:

· Monitoring all forms of violence and human rights abuse and collecting data on conditions, practices and policies which affect the human rights, freedoms, dignity and livelihood of people, e.g.  the availability or otherwise of food;

· Recording and documenting cases of conflict and human rights violations;

· Networking strategically with other organisations able to assist victims and perpetrators;

· Conducting follow-up investigations to gather enough evidence to build up water tight cases for purposes of litigation;

· Ensuring that certain verified cases of violence and human rights violations are litigated and perpetrators are punished; as part of an anti-impunity drive through the courts

· Providing basic counselling services for both victims and perpetrators of violence and human rights abuses;

· Training monitors
· Referring  of victims of violence and human rights abuses to organisations better placed to offer relevant assistance;

· Researching on causes, degree, effects of violence and human rights abuses, and ways of eliminating and avoiding conflict and human rights violations;

· Promoting dispute resolution and conflict management interventions;

· Issuing policy briefs to influence policy decisions deterring the culture or institution of violence and human rights abuses.

UNIQUENESS

The organisation’s strength lies in the fact that it is perhaps the only permanent community-based civil society organisation with a country-wide grassroots presence. ZPP has two trained primary monitors deployed in each of the 120 electoral constituencies of Zimbabwe.

The monitors are members of the communities within which they reside and work, and this gives ZPP the capacity to, among other things, ‘sense’ conflicts long before their symptoms spread.

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 Incidences of politically motivated violence have continued unabated in all provinces. The arms of the state such as the police have reportedly continued to harass opposition MDC members and sympathizers. The month was characterized by cases of assault, intimidation and harassment, arson, malicious injury to property. In one extreme case a murder was recorded in Mashonaland East Province. The war veteran have given them selves extra powers are reportedly intimidating members of the opposition and  rival Zanu PF members from the ruling party claiming exclusive rights to power. Throughout the country there were incidences of violence reported around the upcoming local government elections and some cases around the heroes’ day celebrations.


    Exclusion from positions of authority is still being used as a political tool in some areas resulting in the dearth of meaningful participation in community based activities. A case in point was in Tsholotsho district where some members of the community were forced to resign from campfire posts because they belonged to the MDC by the headman. As in the reported in the preceding months headmen are increasing losing their credibility as traditional leaders as they have now become political figures. In some cases councillors and headmen, kraal heads have become the chief perpetrators of the structural violence against opposition members. The councillors, members of parliament have thwarted freedom of association by threatening to victimize those attending MDC meetings and those not attending Zanu PF meetings. 


    In some provinces including Harare, Manicaland and Masvingo the cases of politicization of food and other aid have been reported. In Masvingo, for instance it was alleged that food aid is also being hijacked for political ends. It was reported that in Masukume village, a Zanu PF councillor Mrs M. allegedly took the food donated by an N.G.O DachiCare and started using it for campaigning. Access to food aid is being seen as the prerogative of Zanu PF members and other community members are being victimized for benefiting from food aid on accusations that they are relatives of persons who do not belong to the ruling party.  Other members have also been excluded from benefiting from buying food from the Grain Marketing Board. In Manicaland, Makoni West constituency  members are being asked to produce party cards before they can buy maize.


    The July reports also reflect a high incidence of youth being perpetrators of violence in all provinces.  The youth mostly from Zanu PF have harassed and intimidated fellow party members accusing them of causing division within the party,. Other have been victimised for contesting against the youth’s preferred candidate in the ruling party primary elections to select ward councillors. They have also been perpetrating violence against opposition youth and other community members.


     Some cases of arson  were reported in Midlands Province, a case in point was in Mapfungautsi village were a house was burnt down because the house belonged to an opposition member. It is alleged that OM’s new home was torched to ashes by Zanu PF’s BM when it was discovered that he was an MDC supporter in Zvishavane, TM an MDC businessman reportedly had all his property at home destroyed by fire after he had announced his intentions to contest in the forthcoming local government elections on an MDC ticket. Intimidation and harassment continue unabated as the local government elections draw closer. In Gokwe residents were threatened with unspecified action if  they did not vote for the ruling party. 


Displacement has also been reported in some provinces sometimes as a result of personal interests by political authorities in victim’s houses and other persons’ properties. In Gokwe Senga some kraal heads have evicted persons known to be MDC supporters from their homes.


    Freedom of association and expression continues to be thwarted unabated as some of the Zanu PF members are forcing people to attend rallies and meetings. Members of the public who attend MDC rallies were also being harassed by Zanu PF supporters. Zanu PF continues to label those attending MDC meetings as sell-outs or traitors resulting in impunity for the perpetrators. 


The state continues to repress civil society activities, in Mutare North, members of the Zimbabwe Republic Police arrested and assaulted more than 15 members of the NCA who were marching demanding a new constitution in the city centre. About one hundred and twenty NCA members demonstrating for a people driven constitution along Nelson Mandela Avenue, were purportedly arrested by police who detained them and later charged and released after about two days in custody. In Manyame, 19 July 2006, in the city centre about three hundred Combined Harare Residents Association took to the streets demanding improvement in service provisions and the immediate reversal of the appointment of the illegal commission running the affairs of Harare and the subsequent holding of mayoral and council elections, near town house about nineteen people with two journalists were allegedly arrested by police.

C an MDC youth was purportedly harassed and assaulted by two Zanu PF youths, VM and T for wearing an MDC T/shirt.

EC (25) was ostensibly harassed and threatened with displacement by her father Mr. C being forced to marry a Zanu PF youth.





In Tynwald South, it is alleged that P an MDC pro-senate faction was assaulted by five anti-senate faction MDC youths.





25 July 2006





Three women vendors, Mrs. S, S and A were allegedly harassed and intimidated by about ten Zanu PF youths, led by D being forced to attend the opening of parliament by President Mugabe.





It is reported that two MDC youths, TM and F were assaulted by about ten Zanu PF youths for urging people not to attend the opening of parliament.





26 July 2006





In Dzivarasekwa 4, it is supposed that TK an MDC youth was harassed and forced to remove an MDC bandana she was wearing by three Zanu PF youths, FD, DM and S.

At Lusaka shops, it is supposed that TS an MDC youth was assaulted three police officers, led by Constable M for being an MDC activist.





5 July 2006





At the Glen Norah park garden, about fifteen MDC anti-senate youths were purportedly harassed and intimidated by PM MDC pro-senate Member of Parliament of the constituency.





11 July 2006





FZ an MDC member was ostensibly assaulted by suspected Zanu PF supporters for wearing a crisis coalition T/shirt.





13 July 2006





In Egypt lines, it is reported that LK an MDC youth was assaulted by another MDC youth, SP in a leadership wrangle.





16 July 2006





At OK Glen Norah, it is believed that old aged people who were collecting food from World Vision were harassed and intimidated by about five Zanu PF youths who accused them of getting food from an NGO which sympathizes with MDC.





23 July 2006





It is reported that G family who were at a memorial service of their beloved one were harassed and assaulted by about six Zanu PF youths for putting on a red cloth which was mistaken for an MDC flag.





24 July 2006





It is reported that about three police officers of Glen Norah police station harassed and assaulted three vendors, CM, EC and TM and looted their goods being accused of supporting the opposition party.





28 July 2006





LK an MDC youth was harassed and intimidated for wearing an MDC T/shirt by more than five Zanu PF youths.

About one hundred and twenty NCA members demonstrating for a people driven constitution along Nelson Mandela Avenue, were purportedly arrested by police who detained them and later charged and released after about two days in custody.

At Karigamombe housing co-operative, JN a youth was ostensibly assaulted by two Zanu PF youths for refusing to attend a Zanu PF meeting.

It is alleged that BB an MDC supporter was assaulted by two police officers and his goods confiscated after being accused of supporting MDC.

 Mr. P a vendor and well-known MDC youth is said to have had his goods looted by nine Zanu PF youths, led by R.





5 July 2006





It is believed that two Zanu PF members, TS and BM were assaulted by three MDC youths, MH, EG and TN over political differences.

In Kuwadzana 1, it is reported that BM an MDC youth was harassed and intimidated by five Zanu PF youths, led by B for wearing MDC regalia.





13 July 2006





At Kuwadzana roundabout, it is reported two youths, K and O were assaulted by five MDC youths for failing to chant MDC slogan.





16 July 2006





TM an MDC youth was purportedly assaulted and unlawfully detained by two Zanu PF youths, KK and JS for criticizing the ruling party.





At Kuwadzana 4 shops, it is alleged that two MDC members, Mrs. M and M were harassed and intimidated by Zanu PF member Mr. M for selling goods at a Zanu PF area.





24 July 2006





It is supposed that WS an MDC member was assaulted by IZ a Zanu PF youth and a soldier who is lodging at the victim’s house accused of supporting the opposition MDC party.





31 July 2006





In Kuwadzana 4 shops, MDC youths, AT and PM were ostensibly assaulted by two Zanu PF youths, RK and NK for denouncing the reserve bank governor over the new currency.

In Chipita Street, it is alleged that the MDC an MP. Mr. M’s house was stoned and his relative was assaulted by about twelve MDC pro-senate youths in revenge of the attack of Trudy Stevenson MDC pro-senate MP for Harare North constituency.

It is alleged those MDC pro-senate youths, L, T, P and F looted food meant for other MDC pro-senate members at a meeting.





4 July 2006





About eight MDC pro-senate youths, led by IC the chairperson reportedly assaulted and unlawfully detained the rogue MDC pro-senate youths who had looted food for their members the previous day.





6 July 2006





At house number 9648, it is reported that Mrs. Z, MDC pro-senate member was assaulted by another MDC anti-senate member Mrs. M accused of having reported her son to police over the attack of Trudy Stevenson.

It is reported that about twelve MDC youths were harassed and denied to carry out food for work programmed by the council by two Zanu PF members, Mr. C ward chairman and Mrs. D ward treasurer for their political affiliation.





At 784 St. Mary’s, it is reported that TM MDC pro-senate youth was assaulted by other three MDC anti-senate youths over political differences.





23 July 2006


At house number 1154 St. Mary’s it is reported that TC an MDC youth was assaulted by five suspected Zanu PF youths at a funeral for denouncing the ruling party.

At Masiyandaita Bar, it is alleged that Mr. M suspected MDC member was assaulted by two suspected Zanu PF youths for denouncing the ruling party.





22 July 2006





At Zengeza 2 library, it is alleged that Mr. M was harassed and forced to attend a Zanu PF meeting by Zanu PF youths.





At Zengeza 2 shops, it is reported that two Zanu PF members, Mr. C and friend were harassed and intimidated by MDC supporters for their affiliation.





29 July 2006





At Zengeza 2 shops, it is alleged that about five Zanu PF supporters led by Mrs. S were harassed and assaulted by about six MDC youths for singing revolutionary songs.

In Chivhu Town, it is alleged that GG suspected MDC member was harassed and intimidated by three Zanu PF youths led by KM for wearing an MDC T/shirt.





15 July 2006





Again in Chivhu town, it is alleged that two young ladies suspected to be MDC youths AM and AM were purportedly assaulted by two Zanu PF youths, EJ and IJ accused of having an affair with MDC youths.





21 July 2006





At Mudawarima village, it is alleged that SN suspected MDC lady was assaulted by two Zanu PF members, DN and TN for going to a new church in the area which is being suspected to be doing MDC business.





In Chivhu town, it is alleged that about twelve Zanu PF youths stoned windows of a house belonging to an MDC member, JC and the damage is estimated at over thirteen million Zimbabwe dollars (Z$13 000).

At Majuru Growth Point, it is alleged that TM a Zanu PF supporter was assaulted by AK MDC supporter for supporting the Heroes’ Splash to be held on 11 August 2006.





12 July 2006





Again at Majuru Growth Point, it is claimed that TP an MDC member was reportedly assaulted for denouncing the ruling party on economic hardships being faced by people at the moment by AM a Zanu PF member.





14 July 2006





In Mudzi river, it is being reported that NB known MDC activist was murdered by suspected Zanu PF youths in cold blood where he was found naked in the river his clothes were near the body trying to portray a picture of suicide.





At Savanhu village, it is supposed that FN an MDC supporter was harassed and intimidated by two Zanu PF members, VN and JN in a bid to decampaign him as a councillor in the coming council elections.





18 July 2006





In Devote ward, JM an MDC activist was ostensibly harassed and intimidated by KV a Zanu PF supporter who is trying to stop the victim from contesting as a councillor on an MDC ticket in the next council elections.





21 July 2006





In Mwanza village, it is reported that CS an MDC supporter was assaulted for not supplying maize to GMB by AR a Zanu PF supporter.





31 July 2006





At Majuru Growth Point, VK (MDC) was ostensibly assaulted by AG a Zanu PF supporter for denouncing the ruling party on the monetary policy.





Marondera East





4 July 2006





In Marondera town, it is reported that Mr. B an MDC supporter was assaulted by six Zanu PF youths, led by GM and G for complaining against the high budget presented by Marondera municipality.





8 July 2006





In Marondera town again, it is alleged that JR who is an MDC supporter was assaulted by four Zanu PF youths, led by MN being forced to attend a Zanu PF meeting.





16 July 2006


In Svosve village, MG an MDC activist was supposedly assaulted for participating in the coming council elections on MDC ticket as a candidate.





In Yellow city, it is reported that Mr. M (MDC) was harassed and intimidated for being an MDC candidate in the forthcoming council elections by JM a Zanu PF supporter.





17 July 2006





 In Ruvimbo Park, it is alleged that Mr. S an MDC supporter was harassed and threatened with death for being an MDC candidate in the coming council elections.





26 July 2006





In Marondera town, it is purported that Mrs. M and family who are MDC supporters were harassed and assaulted by Zanu PF supporters, led by war veteran TS for receiving food aid from an organization called ZOWO which is perceived to be an MDC organization.





Marondera West





1 July 2006





At Mukumba School, it is reported that R and his family (MDC) were assaulted and displaced from the area accused of supporting the opposition party by three Zanu PF youths, led by TC.





5 July 2006





At boarder Church, it is supposed that OM was harassed and threatened with beatings being accused of harbouring known MDC activist by two Zanu PF supporters, CC and SC.





10 July 2006





In Chivogotere village, it is being said that CW and family (MDC) were displaced from the village by three Zanu PF youths, led by war veteran for supporting the opposition party.





15 July 2006





At Samuriwo village, MT an MDC supporter is said to have had his hut burnt by suspected Zanu PF youths for supporting the opposition party.





At Beatrice shops, GG an MDC member was ostensibly tortured by about fifteen Zanu PF youths for supporting the opposition party.





18 July 2006





At Bears farm, it is alleged that JP an MDC member was assaulted by four Zanu PF youths, led by J for supporting the opposition party.





Again on the same day in Guzha village, it is purported that TK was tortured by about six Zanu PF youths accused who accused him of supporting the opposition party.

At Mavhurazi village, it is alleged that FM (14) was raped by her father GM Zanu PF supporter and was threatened with death if she reports the incident.





13 July 2006





At Mavhurazi Irrigation Scheme, MJ an MDC member was harassed and intimidated with dismissal from Arex accused of supporting the opposition MDC by TS a Zanu PF supporter.





At Mavhurazi Primary School, MM who is an MDC supporter and a teacher was supposedly harassed and threatened with displacement for supporting the opposition MDC party.

At Mutondo shops, it is believed that two MDC members, S and S had their goods which included cowpeas looted and destroyed by Mr. K a Zanu PF chairperson of the area for supporting MDC.

At Donzwe shops, GM an MDC youth was ostensibly assaulted by SJ a Zanu PF member for having put up MDC campaign posters.





6 July 2006





In Matsine village, it is alleged that TM an MDC member was assaulted by JN a Zanu PF member for supporting the opposition party MDC.





10 July 2006





In Nyamande village, it is alleged that two MDC supporters, TN and JN were assaulted by TJ Zanu PF member for wearing MDC T/shirts.





14 July 2006





At Chingwena shops, FM who is believed to be an MDC member was purportedly harassed and threatened with death by DM who is a Zanu PF member being accused of bringing in new cars from his party MDC.

At Tamutsa shops, it is alleged that two MDC youths, TC and MC were harassed and intimidated by three Zanu PF youths, JM, TS and NW for selling maize to private buyers.





6 July 2006





In Nyamukapa village, KM an MDC supporter was displaced by two Zanu PF members, N and M for supporting the opposition party.





10 July 2006





In Chindenga village, it is alleged that AM a Zanu PF member was assaulted by two MDC youths, PB and AB over political differences.





13 July 2006





In Tsiko village, it is reported that two MDC youths, SM and TJ were assaulted by three Zanu PF youths, SC, HK and MK for denouncing the ruling party.





18 July 2006





In Nyamuzuwe village, it is supposed that OC an MDC supporter was assaulted by Zanu PF youths for refusing to pay water bills which he claimed were too much.

2 July 2006





In village 97, RG an MDC supporter was allegedly harassed and intimidated by two Zanu PF members, TM and SK for supporting MDC.


5 July 2006





In village 31, it is alleged that TK who is suspected to be an MDC supporter was harassed and threatened with heavy beatings by the local councillor, PM for selling two tones of maize to private buyers.





7 July 2006





In village 32, TZ an MDC supporter was reportedly harassed and intimidated being forced to attend a Zanu PF meeting by TC a Zanu PF supporter.





8 July 2006





At Corner store, it is reported that DD an MDC shadow MP for the area was assaulted by MG Zanu PF member.

At Ruwa Council Bar, JM an MDC youth was supposedly harassed and intimidated by two Zanu PF members, PC and WG being forced to remove MDC T/shirt he was wearing.





10 July 2006





At Sky farm, it is alleged that DM an MDC supporter was harassed and forced to leave the farm or risk heavy beatings for supporting opposition party.





At Chirasavana shops, NG an MDC member was ostensibly assaulted by two war veterans, TC and CJ for campaigning for an MDC councillor.





16 July 2006





At Gombe shops, it is alleged that BM an MDC member was harassed and intimidated by two Zanu PF supporters for being an MDC activist.





19 July 2006





At Gambe shops, HP an MDC member was allegedly harassed and forced to remove an MDC T/shirt he was wearing by five Zanu PF members, led by GM.





21 July 2006





In Ruwa suburb, it is alleged that VM was assaulted by Zanu PF youth, EM his uncle for denouncing the ruling party.





30 July 2006


At Michael farm, KC an MDC member was supposedly harassed and  threatened with heavy beatings if he does not attend Zanu PF meetings by OK a Zanu PF member.





Uzumba Maramba Pfungwe





2 July 2006





At Katiyo shops, it is alleged that BM an MDC youth was harassed and intimidated by the local Zanu PF councillor, NK for wearing an MDC T/shirt.





10 July 2006





In Joe village, GM an MDC member was purportedly harassed and threatened with death by Zanu PF local councillor, NK for being elected MDC candidate in the coming council elections.





12 July 2006





In Dzemwa village, it is alleged that FD an MDC member was harassed and intimidated by Zanu PF member, KD for wearing an MDC T/shirt.





25 July 2006





Again in Dzemwa village, FD who is an MDC supporter was harassed and threatened with death if he goes ahead and contest the coming council elections on MDC ticket by KD Zanu PF district chair for the area.





Manicaland





Buhera North





10 July 2006





KN, a Zanu PF chairman in Mutasa village who reportedly sold fake Zanu PF cards to MDC members as protection from harassment was reportedly “arrested” by party officials and handed over to police.





16 July 2006





JN, a retired male nurse JN, came back to his rural home at Nhunge village only to find it has been reallocated to someone else by KN, the Zanu PF chairman. The victim was told that he was going to be allocated a new home by Morgan Tsvangirai the MDC leader since he was an MDC supporter.





 18 July 2006





CS, an English literature teacher was reportedly detained for more than three hours by some police details based at Murambinda after they found him with two boxes of the satirical novel “Animal Farm” by George Orwell at a road block. 





21 July 2006





PM, a Zanu PF official was allegedly arrested by GZ, a plain clothes police detail at Murambinda Growth Point for compiling a list of Zanu PF senior members whom he wishes should retire together with President Mugabe. The list included among some JM, KK and DM.





22 July 2006





At St John’s Maburutse, SM of the MDC allegedly assaulted VM, a fellow MDC activist over an argument on the merits and demerits of the assault on Trudy Stephenson an MDC pro senate official.





23 July 2006





The Zanu PF district coordinator, M, allegedly warned all new Zimbabwe Republic Police recruits deployed in Buhera to adhere to Zanu PF instructions if they are to work peacefully in the area. This came after the some new police details arrested Zanu PF officials on charges of perpetrating violence in the area.





25 July 2006





TN who had visited her parents at Nhunge village was reportedly assaulted by Zanu PF youths for visiting the area without first being cleared by the local Zanu PF officials.





Buhera South





5 July 2006





At Nyadi village, TS of the MDC was reportedly assaulted by Zanu PF activists ET and LM for organizing MDC meetings in the area. Victim was also threatened with further reprisals if he continued participating in MDC activities.





9 July 2006





EM, a war veteran and Zanu PF has taken over by force the Nemadziwa chieftaincy at the expense of PN, the reigning chief Nemadziwa. This is in line with the war veterans’ declaration to have completely taken over control of the country’s affairs by 2007.





13 July 2006





Zanu PF activists led by D and D who are war veterans allegedly kidnapped, assaulted and threatened MDC youths CN, ZM and TT for wearing MDC attire and singing “tsunami” at Chapanduka village. Victims were also told to leave the area by perpetrators.





14 July 2006





AM of the MDC was allegedly seriously assaulted by CM and GD of Zanu PF. Victim was accused by perpetrators of politicizing members of the local burial society after victim had complained about the high cost of living.





15 July 2006





EM of the MDC allegedly assaulted RM a youth with no known political affiliation for befriending and associating with a Zanu PF youth in the area. Incident happened at Gwangwa village.





17 July 2006





M, a war veteran in Magobeya village leading a group of Zanu PF youths reportedly harassed MDC youths, CC and ZM for wishing the State President to die for causing the suffering of Zimbabweans. Victims were threatened with death if they remained in the area. The victims have since ran away from Magobeya village.





18 July 2006





EM of the MDC was allegedly assaulted by CM of Zanu PF at Kufakwatenzi village for addressing an MDC campaign meeting. Victim was assaulted with a knobkerrie and sustained a broken arm from the vicious attack.





18 July 2006





MDC members MM and HM reportedly assaulted TM, a fellow MDC whom they accused of undermining their efforts by vandalizing some campaign posters of the party.





20 July 2006





Ward 33 councillor S, reportedly warned SC, and other businessmen at Chabata Business 


Centre to be patriotic (support Zanu PF) or risk losing their businesses in the area.





28 July 2006





Zanu PF activists LM and OM allegedly attacked an unnamed MDC activist with a knife in a case of attempted murder. Perpetrators engaged in such heinous move allegedly in an attempt to “reduce” the number of MDC supporters in the area. Incident happened at Matseta village.





Chimanimani





6 July 2006





At Cashel, Zanu PF activists led by the ward councillor MD, PG and G allegedly harassed MDC members GM, CC and JM threatening them with eviction from Muzambia village where victims live because of their continued support for the opposition party. 





15 July 2006





Chief M, (Zanu PF) reportedly attempted to force PM and VM of the MDC to pay 10 herds of cattle to him as defamatory damages as punishment for victims support for the MDC. Victims appealed against the judgment to a higher court (Magistrate) in March but perpetrator claimed that he does not recognize the magistrate’s jurisdiction in the matter.





20 July 2006.





Zanu PF activists H and M reportedly assaulted JC at Bumba village for organizing an MDC meeting in the village. They also tore the victim’s regalia that he was wearing.





28 July 2006





Management at ARDA Charleswood Estate formerly owned by former MP RB reportedly sold 11 herds cattle despite a high court interdict which barred perpetrators against such moves since the cattle legally belonged to RB.





Chipinge North





8 July 2006





11 July 2006





A member of the Zanu PF women’s league DD reportedly threatened to send party youths after LS if she went ahead and attended an MDC rally at Gaza stadium.





14 July 2006





At Landprep farm, Zanu PF supporters led by Ms M, D and others reportedly harassed and expelled EC a former farm employee accusing him of being an MDC member and working in the interests of Aitken, the former owner of the farm. The victim had asked the new farmers for better pay and improved working conditions.





17 July 2006





Zanu PF activists F, G and others reportedly harassed HM, a fellow party activist after they learnt that she had attended an MDC rally at Gaza stadium. 





21 July 2006





Zanu PF members reportedly demonstrated against the sister in charge of Musani clinic because they suspect her to be a member of the MDC. Last year the same group demonstrated and forcibly removed the headmaster of Musani Primary School on similar grounds.





Chipinge South





2 July 2006





At Muzondaka village, MDC activists LM, EG, LM and OT who had gathered with other villagers to buy GMB maize were reportedly chased away from the place by Zanu PF activists DM, PM and CK. The victims were accused of demonizing the land reform, which rendered them unfit to buy the maize.





3 July 2006





MDC activists ND, SB, VM and CD were barred from buying GMB maize by Zanu PF activists EC, SS, WS and MC. The victims were accused of having participated at an MDC meeting to select a ward councillor candidate to contest in the forth coming council elections.





At Mutandahwe village, Zanu PF youths J, CD and SM allegedly assaulted PM of the MDC, after the victim had asked them to stop vandalizing an MDC poster.





10 July 2006





CK, a war veteran and Zanu PF ward councillor candidate in ward 20, allegedly threatened WZ an MDC candidate with serious consequences if he went ahead and contested against him in the council elections pencilled for September 2006.





16 July 2006





Constable M, (ZRP) allegedly arrested and detained RM under the dreaded POSA for convening an MDC meeting without a police clearance.





18 July 2006





At Maparadze village, suspected Zanu PF activists allegedly seriously assaulted AC, a fellow Zanu PF accusing of undermining the party by working with the MDC candidate.  The victim lost a tooth as a result of the attack.





19 July 2006





A Zanu PF activist M allegedly assaulted an MDC supporter CS, for openly castigating his corrupt activities during a village development meeting held at Chikore village. The perpetrator is the incumbent ward councillor for the area.





21 July 2006





VM of the MDC was threatened with serious consequences- even death by MM and CM also of the MDC. Perpetrators are reportedly backing a rival candidate and they are afraid victim poses a serious challenge to the candidate whom they are backing and would want victim out of the race at all costs.





Makoni East


1 July 2006





ED, who operated a commuter omnibus service between Shenayeguta and Rusape had his permit terminated by Zanu PF activist LN who accused victim of being a member of the MDC because he was operating the service without consulting the Zanu PF leadership in the area.





2 July 2006





Mrs. R, a member of the Zanu PF women’s league victimized RB also of Zanu PF, whom she accused of being an MDC member for daring to present her CV to the Zanu PF offices to contest in the primary elections thereby challenging the perpetrator’s preferred candidate and incumbent councillor for ward 23 GM.





4 July 2006





AM, the out going Zanu PF ward 18 councillor, reportedly denounced SM, a fellow Zanu PF activist labelling him an MDC member. The victim was challenging perpetrator in the Zanu PF primary elections. The perpetrator eventually lost the primary election to victim.





10 July 2006





JM and AD who are members of the ruling Zanu PF allegedly harassed C, who the MDC is organizing secretary for organizing an MDC meeting at Svikiro School. The perpetrators also attempted to scuttle a scheduled MDC meeting claiming that they (Zanu PF) also booked the same venue.





14 July 2006





EC of the MDC, reportedly threatened AD of Zanu PF with unspecified action if he continued to harass MDC members in the area. The victim was reportedly banished from patronizing Gambe Business Centre. 





16 July 2006





SM and SK both Zanu PF members reportedly intimidated SK and OC of the MDC and other MDC members  with unspecified action if they attended an MDC rally that was to be held at Gambe Business Centre.


19 July 2006





SC of Zanu PF allegedly threatened to assault a fellow Zanu PF activist ED whom he accused of having attended an MDC rally at Gambe Business Centre.





Makoni North





2 July 2006





Pastor M of the African Apostolic Church who thanked God during a prayer intersession at Chinyika East for President Mugabe’s intended plans to retire in 2008 was allegedly followed up and assaulted by war veterans led by AM and beat him for the prayer.





6 July 2006





For refusing to give MDC members who were going to attend a party meeting a lift, PC, tractor driver with the Ministry of Transport was reportedly harassed by BM and others. The victim ran away abandoning the tractor, which was vandalized by perpetrators.





9 July 2006





An MDC member, NN was reportedly kidnapped and assaulted by Cde. Z a war veteran and CIO operative at his home in Inyati Mine Compound. The perpetrator reportedly wanted to extract information about MDC activities in the area especially the purported civil disobedience.





At Headlands Hotel, rival supporters belonging to Cde K and DM the MP, both Zanu PF members allegedly engaged in a fist fight over simmering intra party differences. BS, a supporter of Cde K was one of the injured victims as a result of the dog fight.





12 July 2006





At Bingaguru Growth Point, the MP, DM, reportedly told Zanu PF youths to mercilessly deal with MDC youths who attempt to campaign for the opposition in the coming council elections in the area.





17 July 2006





War veterans under the guidance of one GS, a supporter of Cde K, are reportedly conducting kangaroo courts targeting supporters of DM, their political rival and nemesis. The war veterans are allegedly saying that war veterans should have taken over total control of the country’s affairs by 2007. One such victim (Zanu PF) who was dragged to a kangaroo court by perpetrators is NS, a supporter of DM.





Makoni West





2 July 2003





Zanu PF ward 24 Chairman M, reportedly barred SM of the MDC from buying GMB maize at Mahika village after he failed to produce a Zanu PF card.





6 July 2006





NM and EN of the MDC were allegedly barred from buying GMB maize at Mukonorwi village for failing to produce Zanu PF cards. The victims were further told that they risked forfeiting their fields if they failed to renounce their MDC membership.





8 July 2006





A war veteran N and some unnamed Zanu PF officials allegedly kidnapped FC of the MDC at his home. They took him to Shangwe village where they questioned him about MDC activities. Victim was assaulted during the time he was in captivity. Victim was dumped 20km away from home by his captors the following day.





9 July 2006





M, the Zanu PF chairman reportedly threatened to bar MDC members among them SC and LC and other villagers without Zanu PF cards from tilling their fields this coming season.





12 July 2006





TN a war veteran and Zanu PF ward 12 councillor elect reportedly harassed SM of the MDC. Perpetrator ordered victim to withdraw her candidature from the election race on an MDC ticket, since it is anathema to contest him. Incident happened at Gwangwadza Business Centre.





25 July 2006





For celebrating the arrest and subsequent detention of Zanu PF big wigs Bright Matonga Charles Nherera on corruption charges, SR was allegedly beaten by a group of unknown but suspected Zanu PF youths. The victim was reportedly asked if the move to arrest the two Zanu PF members was the right move, and he answered “yes” and hell broke loose.





Mutare Central





2 July 2006





Members of the CIO reportedly arrested and detained KM, a provincial MDC youth executive member on charges of uttering words to the effect that the state President must be removed by force at a rally in Rusape.





8 July 2006





In the Macgregors section of Sakubva, Zanu PF activists MK, BH and OK reportedly stoned a house belonging to the C family because they suspected that victims daughter BC, only masquerades as a Zanu PF youths but is a member of the opposition MDC. 





Zanu PF youths reportedly harassed a fellow party member M, whom they accused of causing division within the party for contesting against their preferred candidate C in the party primary elections to select a ward councillor candidate.





15 July 2006





IZ, a Zanu PF activist allegedly assaulted M, of the MDC accusing him of campaigning relentlessly for the MDC in the forth coming council elections. Incident happened in Sakubva.





18 July 2006





G, a Zanu PF allegedly struck SM of no known political persuasion for reporting a case of sodomy perpetrated by fellow Zanu PF functionaries to the police. The victim was labelled a sell out and was further threatened with serious consequences from the Zanu PF youths.





22 July 2006





HS and RM of Zanu PF allegedly assaulted RM, a fellow party activist accusing her of being in love with T, a district executive member of the MDC. They accused her of spying on behalf of the MDC. The victim suffered a fractured leg and arm.





Mutare North





12 July 2006





Members of the ZRP arrested and assaulted more than 15 members of the NCA who were marching demanding a new constitution in the city centre. Among those arrested and detained for six days include AM, NZ, IM, RN, MM AN, FM, LB and others.





RN, a member of the NCA who was marching with other members of the NCA demanding a new constitution was reportedly assaulted by police and detained without access to medical attention which resulted in victim suffering an abortion while in detention.





Three unnamed police details were reportedly assaulted heavily by members of the NCA after they attempted to block the free movement of the mass of demonstrators in the city centre.





22 July 2006





M and five others were allegedly assaulted by fellow Zanu PF activists RD, LC and others as punishment for campaigning for MM, a rival to their preferred candidate CG during the run up to the party primary elections to choose a candidate for ward three.





28 July 2006





PC, NM and others were barred from owning or operate market stalls under operation Garikai in hob house by Zanu PF women’s league chairwoman NM and CR because they are members of the MDC.





Mutare South





3 July 2006





MDC members who include CM and twelve others were reportedly denied access to GMB maize by Zanu PF activists Mrs. M, M, H and other members of the Zanu PF cell committee.





5 July 2006





At Kambarami village, NM of the MDC was reportedly harassed and threatened with unspecified consequences by a Zanu PF activist LM, who was livid because victim who was a Zanu PF activist had joined the opposition party.





8 July 2006





At Mafuke hall, Zanu PF members belonging to different camps pushed and shoved each other over a heated argument that N, a war veteran and aspiring candidate for the ward councillor’s post was trying to rig the primary election by bussing people from outside ward six. The polls were eventually abandoned as the argument degenerated into serious fist fight.





17 July 2006





GK, a Zanu PF activist reportedly harassed Mrs. SN and tried to bar her from buying GMB maize accusing her of being an MDC member despite victim’s tendencies of disguising as a Zanu PF member. Perpetrator was angered by a prayer victim had narrated in church earlier in the day, in which she asked God to save the country and its people.





19 July 2006





At Piki village, CC, a Zanu PF member was allegedly assaulted by a fellow party activist for labelling her an MDC member during the controversial primary elections which were abandoned due to rigging attempts.





23 July 2006





Mrs. M, SM and NC were barred from buying GMB maize at Magodlo village by headman M citing that victims are members of the MDC, who failed to produce Zanu PF cards.





Mutare West





6 July 2006





Zanu PF activists RN and WN allegedly assaulted an MDC member for wearing an MDC T/shirt. The victim who is a member of the Johanne Marange Apostolic sect was on his way to attend his church annual Pentecost had the T/shirt torn.





8 July 2006





RM, (Zanu PF), who boycotted the primary lections in his ward reportedly, threatened by Mrs. RM the eventual winner with disappearance. He claimed that victim (Mrs. RM) is a staunch MDC supporter who has been planted by the opposition party to cause commotion in Zanu PF.  Incident took place at Chikwariro Business Centre.





25 July 2006





Senator HM of Zanu PF reportedly threatened to leave the funeral of a deceased brother protesting the presence of a cousin JM. JM is the district organizing secretary of the MDC.





26 July 2006





Zanu PF activists and cousins of AM and JJM reportedly almost fought each other after JJM who is also a headman refused to accept the primary election results which AM had won.





Mutasa North





1 July 2006





At Chitepo Training Centre, MK of the MDC was reportedly assaulted by ES, (Zanu PF political commissar) and chairman of the local burial society accusing the victim of claiming being a member of the MDC. Victim whose husband was a member of the burial society and chairman of the MDC failed to claim the accrued funeral benefits.





3 July 2006





Parents of children attending Dombo Primary School allegedly demonstrated against the headmaster K, whom they accused of running the school like a Zanu PF institution. The headmaster is reported to have on several occasions asked teachers to be members of the ruling party. He is also accused of inviting Zanu PF officials to address SDA meetings. The demonstration was led by PT a member of the MDC.





9 July 2006





PN was reportedly barred from visiting his plot near London store by Zanu PF activist led by DK because the MDC held a political meeting at the victim’s plot.





10 July 2006





At Chisuko village, MDC members SB, AN, KC and six others were allegedly illegally detained at chief Chikomba’s homestead by Headman C, MC and NM (Zanu PF) for holding an MDC meeting without the chief’s consent. The meeting had been cleared by the police.





15 July 2006





At Hauna growth point, councillor TS, of Zanu PF was allegedly assaulted by TM, a retired soldier for calling patrons drinking beer at a local bottle store that they were all MDC members and Tsvangirai’s tea boys.





22 July 2006





JS, who wants to contest the up coming council elections on an MDC ticket, was reportedly barred from buying GMB grain at Ruchera business centre by the Zanu PF councillor. The victim was further threatened with death if he contests the elections. He has since left the area in fear.





26 June 2006





A Zanu PF councillor for Sahumani ward 8, allegedly with 8 youths  stormed Mupotedzi Council Bar, where they harassed the bar lady MC. They accused her of being an MDC member since she was playing anti government music from the “Tsunami album”.  They summarily dismissed her from work and in the commotion looted beer worth more than $13 million.





Mutasa South





2 July 2006





A war veteran and about 8 Zanu PF activists reportedly went to Grange farm where they masqueraded as government officials. They were apparently forcing farm workers to join Zanu PF. They threatened those who refused to comply with their orders with unspecified consequences.





5 July 2006





At Ferndale farm, JW an American Missionary with the Church of Christ reportedly escaped harm by a whisker after Zanu PF youths singing anti American songs had organized to attack her with sticks and stones. However she was warned by a Good Samaritan and she sped away just on time. The victim was visiting her former house maid who stays in the area. The housemaid is being harassed by the youths in the area accusing her of being a traitor.





8 July 2006





 NM, a lady teacher at St Georges Muchena School, had her house ransacked by a group of Zanu PF youths led by one B. They suspect the victim to be a member of the MDC since they saw her in the company of a prominent MDC member in the area.





11 July 2006





Suspected MDC youths allegedly assaulted DC a civil servant and a member of the Mutasa Rural District Council Heroes’ day steering committee. The victim was at Manica Bridge asking people to contribute towards heroes day commemorations when the suspected assailant asked victim “what are we celebrating, when we are in such misery”.





13 July 2006





HS, a former police officer who allegedly tortured opposition members and some ZESN observers during the last Presidential and parliamentary elections was reportedly forced out of his home by MDC supporters led by AN. The victim has since appealed for protection from the MP and Provincial governor.





15 July 2006





TS, a member of the MDC ran away from his home and family and is in hiding after war veterans and Zanu PF members led by TZ threatened to kill him for organizing MDC meetings at Premier Estate near old Mutare.





16 July 2006





Zanu PF youths and women’s league members led by VN allegedly banned Faith Ministries to hold church services at EC Meikle farm after the pastor EJ was heard saying during service that “we must even pray for the MDC leader”. The Zanu PF activists were angered by this statement.





22 July 2006





At Muchena Business Centre, Zanu PF activists led by one PM, reportedly stopped an ambulance enroute to pick up a seriously sick woman S at Stapleford Estate. They commandeered it to ferry perpetrators to Old Mutare first where a Zanu PF primary election for ward councillor was taking place. The perpetrators reportedly told the driver WS that a Zanu PF was more important than a dying old woman, who probably was an MDC member.





Nyanga





7 July 2006





War veterans in Nyanga led by BT from Bumhira village have vowed to stop all non war veterans in Zanu PF from contesting as councillors in the area. They (war veterans) claimed at a meeting that non war veterans like CM are not patriotic, thus only war veterans should have the privilege to contest the elections.





A Zanu PF ward chairman PK, in Nyamudeza village allegedly stopped ST, to speak during a village development meeting because victim is a member of the MDC.





9 July 2006





AZ, a trainee pastor at Elim Mission was reportedly suspended by the college Principal Pastor N and other church elders for openly criticizing the church authorities for using an invaded farmhouse as a bible college. The student was labelled a member of the MDC and is on suspension pending dismissal.





10 July 2006





EM, a student teacher is on the verge of dropping off from college after his parents HM and MM who are ex-combatants and staunch Zanu PF foot soldiers threatened not to pay hid school fees next term because they suspect that he has joined the MDC. The parents reportedly harassed their daughter in law (son’s wife) and chased her away from home claiming that she is the one who influenced their son to join MDC.





14 July 2006





A member of the CIO and church elder in the AFM JM allegedly vowed to disturb church activities in retaliation for the church’s refusal to support his candidature to stand on a Zanu PF ticket in the up coming council elections. He reportedly threatened Pastor PN with unspecified consequences for not supporting him in his quest to become a councillor.





19 July 2006


At Bande Business Centre, MDC members led by CF allegedly seriously assaulted PM , a member of the dreaded CIO after victim had assaulted one of perpetrators colleague The perpetrators have reportedly vowed to retaliate viciously at any provocations from the security details.


 


23 July 2006





DK, of Zanu PF and an aspiring councillor was reportedly seriously assaulted by war veterans led by JC. The victim was accused of disregarding the war veterans’ declaration that only war veterans would be allowed to contest as councillors in the forth coming council elections in Nyanga.





Mashonaland West  





Manyame





4 July 2006 





Mrs. M of the ruling party Zanu PF purportedly harassed SC of the opposition in ward 7 Katanga Norton accusing him of refusing to buy her beer from the money they are always given by Blair agents.





6 July 2006 





Mrs. C of Zanu PF allegedly evicted 18 families from houses they had lived in for more than 20 years accusing them of not being liable to Ministry of Education housing benefits. They were not paid for developments they did on the houses. The fact that most them are MDC makes it difficult to find a redress.





7 July 2006





Mrs. J of Zanu PF allegedly harassed Mr. S of the Zimbabwe Election Support Network (ZESN) as she denied him access to use the hall for democracy education he wanted to carry out.





13 July 2006





HG of MDC was reportedly harassed by Mr D of the ruling Zanu PF accusing HG for selling Mr Do Santos stands to his party colleagues. However, Mr. D threatened to deal with HG during 2008 election campaigns.





18 July 2006 





Mr. T and K of the ruling Zanu PF allegedly evicted HG of the opposition MDC from his mining claim despite the fact that he had a certificate to operate from the Ministry of Mines. He was evicted because of his political affiliation.

This report is based on reports from ZPP long-term community based primary peace monitors who observe, monitor and record cases of human rights violations in the constituencies they reside.  ZPP deploys a total of 240 community-based primary peace monitors (two per each 120 electoral constituencies of Zimbabwe).  These community-based monitors reside in the constituencies they monitor.  They compile reports that are handed over to ZPP provincial coordinators who man the different ZPP offices in the ten administrative provinces of Zimbabwe.  Upon receipt and verifications of the reports from the monitors, the provincial coordinators compile provincial monthly monitoring reports, which are then consolidated at national office into the ZPP monthly monitoring reports.

SM was later ordered not to drive the councillor who is a Zanu PF member because he was an MDC member. IB a supporter of the MDC was reportedly harassed and threatened by Zanu PF supporter led by J C for wearing an MDC T/shirt.

Two suspected MDC su supporters were supposedly assaulted by three supporters of Zanu PF. It is alleged that NN and CS both of Mbano village were assaulted after they had been discovered to be sympathizers of the MDC supporters.

MT of Insukamini Compound was allegedly assaulted after being suspected of belonging to Zanu PF by MDC youths NP and PN.  The victim was later threatened with unspecified action.

At Msithi Primary School there was a cluster ward activity where 6 schools met and were fund raising.  The hosting school had opted to invite JTM as their guest of honour but AL had declared that for all school functions in the district he would be the guest of honour.  So he was angered by the school for inviting JTM.  The Headmaster of the school NM also a member of MDC was harassed for this invitation and the Minister phones him so many times telling him to leave the school immediately.  The Head reported the matter to the police who promised to try and stop the threats. 





18 July 2006 





At Mthwakwazi community hall, there was another schools function organized by B.S.P.Z. and the guest of honour was S. N and as usual AL was not happy and indicated this to NM threatening that teachers would pay for inviting outsiders to functions in Filabusi when he is there.  He also promised that those teachers will be dealt with during the elections.

At Marshland farm, JT was harassed and insulted by NK and LN (MDC) for wearing his party’s T/shirt and going around the farm talking about his party. 





20 July 2006 





At Ngwanyana village, in a development meeting involving all villagers the councillor LD threatened the villagers that in the on coming elections if they vote for the opposition candidate then the government was not going to support their programmes.  The villagers were told that grain from G.M.B and food for work programmes would be withdrawn from them.

9 July 2006 





RN of ward 4 and others had their goods confiscated by the police in a restore order follow up exercise which has left them poorer.


9 July 2006 





At ward 4 Empumalanga, the CID team including S and six others allegedly raided MDC offices and purported to be looking for a fugitive Mrs. D from Bulawayo. They did not have a search warrant. The MP was in the office and was harassed.





Seven CID officers stormed into the MDC MP‘s house and reportedly searched his house without a search warrant saying they were looking for something they did not specify. MP has since written a letter of complaint to the member-in-charge.





11 July 2006





SN of ward 5 was supposedly approached by Mr. N who happen to be a war veteran and Zanu PF supporter after being elected as a resident association representative and was told to resign if he wanted peace because the concept of resident associations was of the MDC.





16 July 2006 





EM, Mrs. C and M of the MDC and other Matabeleland North provincial party members were allegedly denied permission to hold a meeting at Nengasha Stadium in Hwange by the police. The police came wielding baton sticks and threatened to assault them if they went ahead with the meeting.

At Tinde in Binga, it is alleged that Senator HS had organized a star rally to thank the Binga community for voting for him during the senatorial elections. The Zanu PF district committee upon hearing this also organized a meeting on the same day, time and same venue. Police Inspector C had to intervene and advised MDC senator to call off the meeting and he complied.

JS suspected to belong to Zanu PF reportedly intimidated BN and MN after they were voted into campfire positions and were told to resign immediately because they belonged to MDC.

BN of the MDC in Siyazama village was elected to be chairman of the campfire committee and this annoyed headman M and councillor OT both of Zanu PF who purportedly accused BN of being MDC and asked him to resign immediately.





29 June 2006 





JM the senator, Zanu PF member allegedly accused MS and JM both kraal heads of chanting MDC slogans at the Zanu PF meeting and threatened to remove them from their positions.





30 June 2006  





The Mujumi villagers were subjected to harassment by Zanu PF councillor TM. He supposedly threatened to take down the names of all those who were going to attend MDC meetings.

It is said that at a village head meeting, Mr. BN was asked by village heads GCN and HS if he had attended an MDC meeting that day and when he said no he was asked what kind of meetings were always held at his homestead and he said they were church meetings. SN and SS were coming from their morning prayers when they came across KN, MK and ST all of MDC. The three asked them who was important; the church or their party and when SS said God was important MK allegedly took her bike and broke it.





27 June 2006 





At  Sidakeni village Ngomambi North, BS of Zanu PF  was  approached by MM,V T and TM  also of Zanu PF  and asked him if he was going to contest in the up coming elections. They supposedly threatened him with assault together with his family.


27 June 2006 





TM and JD of Sibangilizwe Ngomambi North met at Mbotshi village and JD reportedly castigated MDC. It started off as a joke but TM was not happy and he ostensibly assaulted JD.

At Majisi area village 1 ward 4, DN of MDC was chosen to represent his party in the up coming elections and was confronted by DK  a suspected Zanu PF supporter who purportedly threatened him with death if he went ahead to contest.





10 July 2006 





TD of MDC of Mbembeswana village was chosen by his party to represent it in the upcoming elections and was reportedly assaulted by NM, KN and SM of Zanu PF.





11 July 2006 





At Nkosikazi village ward 16, NS who was the councillor under MDC ticket and crossed the floor to Zanu PF later was confronted by JNN of MDC who asked him why he switched to Zanu PF and he said MDC was no more and then he allegedly took a stone and assaulted JNN.

It is alleged that SN of the MDC had applied for clearance to hold an MDC meeting and this was turned down and was subjected to harassment and intimidation by the police in Lupane.

In Tshovani, TEN who is an MDC member trained member trained under the military and was later expelled is reported to be under constant threats and visits by the military.





13 July 2006





It is alleged that at Impala Rocks MDC supporters like SM and LS are not only being assaulted by Zanu PF supporters led by M but are also being skipped on the chance to buy GMB food.





17 July 2006





At Chitsanga Hall, an MDC supporter EG was ostensibly assaulted by Zanu PF women’s league members led by Mai N. for wearing an MDC T/shirt.

At Golden City Business Centre, for failing to support a Zanu PF supporter the others wanted for councillorship, EC was reportedly assaulted by Zanu PF youths led by EM. There were also similar cases to others of Zanu PF on the same day at the same area.

National Constitutional Assembly members in Chivi were reportedly beaten up by the police while trying to demonstrate.





18 July 2006

At Rungai village, Zanu PF members DM and ND purportedly assaulted MJ for receiving Care International food as his son is an MDC supporter.

At Rungai village, MT, TM, and NK were paid three quarters of their amounts for produces they sold to Zanu PF supporters SJ and TM who said the rest of the money was going to be used for Heroes Day commemoration. When they refused they were supposedly assaulted by Zanu PF supporters JM and ER.





17 July 2006





At Mashayahanya, MN and PZ, MDC supporters were allegedly forced to pay out $500 000 for Heroes commemoration.





18 July 2006





At Marozva village, NM was reportedly assaulted for playing a cassette which had MDC songs by a Zanu PF supporter H.J.

15 July 2006





At Zvinowanda, victims of Operation Murambatsvina TM and PM are reportedly being denied food aid by the Headman who still accuses them of being MDC supporters.





20 July 2006





MDC supporters at Chikwiza MM and KH were supposedly given an ultimatum of one month by Zanu PF supporter CC of desisting from the MDC.

At Hamandishe, a Zanu PF supporter who felt hard done when he tried to stand in the ward council elections and so decided to be an independent was allegedly threatened by a Zanu PF member MM who accused him of being a sell-out.

At Nerupiri, Zanu PF factions failed to agree on candidates for the council elections resulting in fighting where one member NN was reportedly injured by another member FM.

In Chesvingo Drive, a police officer MS with others allegedly confiscated goods from street vendors like AM which they allegedly used for themselves.

4 July 2006





The Member of Parliament for Masvingo South, W.M. is said to be giving food only to his relatives and a few others in Rupike area saying that the rest should get food from his rival Zanu PF member Makwarimba.





17 July 2006





At Chiwawa, AW is said to have had his garden burnt by some Zanu PF members led by AM for refusing to go and register for the forthcoming council elections.





22 July 2006





At Renco mine, TM an MDC member was victimized by Zanu PF members like ET for refusing to attend a Zanu PF rally as well as to contribute towards the heroes celebrations.





25 July 2006





At Gozho, TM, who was seen by his father MM campaigning for an MDC candidate, was purportedly chased away from home by his father.





27 July 2006





At Mapanzure, school teachers allegedly refused to contribute towards the Heroes party despite being forced to do so by the Chief Charumbira.

1 July 2006





CM of Mapfungautsi is alleged to have had his house destroyed by Zanu PF youths led by M when they accused him of having built the house on an unauthorized place.   When the case was reported to the senior Zanu PF members it was stated that the victim had her house destroyed because of her affiliation to the opposition party MDC.





12 July 2006





MN of Nyaradza was reportedly assaulted by FM of Kambasha Business Centre.  It is alleged that FM and MN were both youth members of Zanu PF who had been in love before and when the victim jilted the perpetrator he assaulted her accusing her of having defaulted to the MDC.





15 July 2006





Members of the Population Service Centre were allegedly harassed by Zanu PF supporters and MP LM in the company of Ms. AS after organizing some activities for the unemployed youths in the area.  It is alleged that victims were ordered to hand over the money which was meant purchase balls and soccer kits for youth to the perpetrators to spend it on Zanu PF teams instead of the ordinary people.

It is reported that residents of Gokwe were called for a meeting by the Zanu PF MP, LM to map out a way to see Zanu PF winning in the forth coming local government elections.  The MP is alleged to have told residents that no one was going to vote from the place where they are not known.  This was meant to try and find out who would have voted for the other parties besides Zanu PF.

ABM a local farmer is reported to have been forcibly made to surrender his five-roomed house on a stand he had acquired in 2000 by one PM, a war veteran.  It is alleged that ABM was allocated a stand which PM had interests in the same land but failed to get it. The perpetrator is said to have threatened to evict the land owner, destroy the house the victim had built so that he could build his and inhabit the land.

NM of Sasame was reportedly approached by Zanu PF youths when he had come to exhibit his farm produce at the Gokwe Agricultural show.  The victim was told to remove his wares after being accused of not attending Zanu PF meetings.

MS a well known supporter of the opposition was allegedly ordered to move out of the place he was staying, by his kraal head RR.  MS is said to have lived at the place for the past fifteen years.  He was accused of supporting MDC.


5 July 2006





It is alleged that when PM of MDC who had attended a Zanu PF meeting was told to leave the meeting on allegations that he was on the ‘WANTED’ list by Zanu PF supporters for being an active member of the opposition.  It is reported that PM was then taken to a secluded place away from the meeting and was thoroughly beaten. 





6 July 2006





Three kraal headmen names LM, MM and MN were allegedly forced to participate in political activities when they were made to campaign for Zanu PF for the forth coming local government elections that are due in August 2006.  CM of Zanu PF and his fellow committee members allegedly perpetrated the incident threatening the three that they were to lose their position if they failed to participate.





9 July   2006





In what seems to be normal routine for Zanu PF supporters to forcibly make residents attend their meeting, MS and NS allegedly went round the neighbourhood forcing residents to attend one of their party meetings. WG and RN are said to have been caught in the cross fire when they were forced to attend the meeting.





11 July 2006





MDC members WR and HG were reported to have been campaigning for their council candidate when they were  allegedly approached by two Zanu PF supporters MC and AN who told them to leave all what they were doing and follow them to attend a Zanu PF meeting which was taking place then.





11 July 2006








It is alleged that OM’s new home was torched to ashes by Zanu PF’s BM when it was discovered that he was an MDC supporter.  This took place when OM had just moved into the area.





16 July 2006





CL of Boyi School and member of the ruling party (Zanu PF) was supposedly assaulted by two MDC supporters RC and KN.  The victim was assaulted for organizing activities for his party.





20 July 2006





PM of MDC was accused of being a wizard by a Zanu PF supporter TZ.  TZ is said to have for sometime wanted PM to be removed from the area but this never materialized since the allegations.

7 July 2006





Two people suspected to be members of the MDC JM and JM of Mavhirira School were allegedly denied the right to stand as Zanu PF candidates in the forthcoming local government elections.  Despite having successfully been elected as potential candidates in their wards, the two were openly told that they could not stand on Zanu PF tickets because they were suspected to be MDC supporters.

A Zanu PF Councillor of the Chikarimatsito ward Mr M is said to have denied other contestants to stand for the primary elections in his area solely for fear that he could be defeated.  This was done by misinformation to those who were preparing for the elections that there were no primary elections in the area.

An MDC supporter Mr W of Nyemazengwe School, the current councillor is said to have not been consulted as to whether he wanted to contest for the elections or not for the next council election term.  It is alleged that Zanu PF did a secret selection of candidates and nominated Mrs M.

J C of Chiroro Store, an MDC supporter of the youth wing, was reportedly jeered by her friends EK and JT for being an MDC supporter.





7 July 2006





BN an MDC youth was reportedly taken by Zanu PF supporters, JD and AD for questioning to find why he had joined the MDC.   The victim was kidnapped for over three hours and later released.





15 July 2006





In what may be termed as an unlawful detention, CM of Zanu PF is alleged to have been taken by two MDC supporters, DK and J N.  The victim was being questioned on why he was not attending MDC meetings.





21 July 2006





After the MDC president MT had addressed a rally in the area, all those who were seen at the rally were now finding it hard to live in the area.  It is allegedly that members of the ruling party (Zanu PF) have been deployed to go round the area mopping out all those are suspected to have attended the rally.  Mr AM was reportedly approached by Zanu PF supporters CP and MC who told him that he and his family were not wanted in the area for having attended the MDC rally.

WN an MDC supporter of Amaveni Township was reportedly assaulted by Zanu PF supporters led by CM.  It is alleged that the victim was being accused of supporting the MDC.





14 July 2006








Mrs MS was reportedly threatened with unspecified action for failing to attend one of the Zanu PF meetings.  Her colleagues who are the perpetrators were suspicious of her absenteeism which they attributed to their allegations that she was a double agent.





20 July 2006





Two MDC supporters GS and AM were allegedly harassed and threatened with unspecified action when they were seen putting up posters by Zanu PF supporters who were allegedly driving around forcing people to attend their meeting. 





 22 July 2006 





LM and ET members of the MDC were purportedly assaulted by Zanu PF youths when the victims were seen at an MDC meeting.  The two were accused of being sell-outs.

3 July 2006





Two Zanu PF supporters MM and EM were supposedly being harassed and threatened by Zanu PF supporters Mrs T and DG in order for them to provide information on the whereabouts of AT Mrs Musvibe’s daughter.  AT is listed as an unwanted element in the area.  





5 July 2006








RC of Rutendo suspected to be an MDC supporter, one of the beneficiaries of the Hlalakhuhle Programme in the area, is reported to have been given a stand to operate from but supporters of Zanu PF were said to be threatening him with death unless he left the stand as soon as possible.





7 July 2006





Two housewives ET and EC, whose husbands work in the city, are reported to be suffering a lot of harassment and intimidation from Zanu PF supporters whenever they go and return from visiting their husbands. Mrs TS and other Zanu PF supporter perpetrate the harassment as their husbands are accused of supporting MDC because they live in the city.


12 July 2006





MDC Councillor Mr D N was reportedly manhandled by Zanu PF activist Mr D after being accused of having favoured members of the opposition only when it came to the distribution of government programmes.





17 July 2006





VM of Ncwadini Ward was allegedly harassed by Zanu PF youths when he was discovered to have bought a tracksuit from AT an unwanted element in the area.  The victim was asked to lead the members of Zanu PF to where AT was staying since she was no longer staying at her mother’s place.





20 July 2006





After being defeated during the party’s primary elections for the forth coming local government elections, the outgoing Councillor’s supporters allegedly went on rampage wanted to show their dissatisfaction.  However, one of their colleagues who tried to deter them from engaging in the acts of violence was accused of being a sell-out.
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
